[Teacher Ashley approached.] - #9 minimum help before more support was needed. [“You can stop Raina, she’ll bite”, said Teacher Sarah.] - #13 observation of the total situation for child safety. [“Stop, stop, Raina”, said teacher Ashley as she got closer to the children. “Raina, stop”, said Teacher Ashley. Raina grabbed Tom’s hair. “Raina, let go”] - #3 Tone of voice and speech was simple, direct and slow., said Teacher Ashley as she put her hand around Raina and the other on her hand. Tom started crying. Teacher Ashley held Tom on her lap. [Sarah took Raina away from the area.] - #6 Redirection to distract Raina and keep Tom safe. 


#4 There was avoidance of trying to change behavior by methods, which may lead to loss of self-respect such as shaming a child or labeling behavior “naughty” or “selfish”.
#14 Sarah was aware of Raina's biting habit and concerned for Tom's safety. 

I was warned about Raina's biting habit but was unaware of the random occurrence it may happen. In this situation I was surprised to see Raina result to putting her mouth on Tom's head. It caught me off guard until Sarah snapped me out of it. I was not sure how sensitive Raina was to my closeness and needed to use my words. This was definitely a learned moment in how to approach Raina in the future. I am learning again how to approach and respond to children being in this new environment, so, this was a good thing. 
#7 effectiveness of a suggestion or a direction may depend largely in its timing. - This could have prevented Raina's initial reaction in teaching her how to respond to another child's appearance. 
#11 forestalling – to foresee and prevent. To have predicted Raina's response before she put her mouth on Tom's head and talk to her to show friendly socialization that is safe.
#15 Observing to increase awareness has been activated. #7 and #11 are now in progress with Raina. �
