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I did my observation in the Magnolia room, in Modoc. While I was there, there were 6 teachers and 14 children present. I had a couple of disagreements with Arnett’s scale that were complete opposites, and a few that were off by 1 number. I had a disagreement with item number 16, which is “talks to children on a level they can understand.” I feel as if this is a crucial aspect to being a teacher, you have to speak to them at a level they can understand otherwise they will be confused and might get discouraged. Arnett’s rating was a 2, and mine was a 4, meaning very much true that the teacher talks to children on a level they understand. The teacher demonstrated this very well, and even explained terms to the children if they didn’t know what something meant. The children learned new vocabulary from this and were able to understand things better. 

The other disagreement that was quite different was item number 25, which was “when talking to children, kneels, bends, or sits at their level to establish better eye contact.” This is another crucial aspect when working with children, because they tend not to listen to you as well. It is important to kneel, sit or simply bend over when talking to them, giving them guidance or just playing with them. They will appreciate your engagement and respect the fact that you are making it more personal for them. The other disagreement that was not to different was item number 20, which is “finds fault easily with children.” Arnett’s rating was a 1, not at all true, however mine was level 2, somewhat true. The teacher didn’t try to, but constantly was correcting behaviors and very few times for no reasonable explanation. Teachers should find the positives in children rather than the negatives, although the negatives come easier, it takes a true Yes Teacher to be respectful and use descriptive language when talking to children. 

To improve the agreement factor in this assessment would probably depend on the teacher, the time of day, and which children are present. All these factor in and could be potential variances in the score.  The percent agreement was 53.8% and the Cohens Kappa is 0.387. There were 14 items that agreed and 12 that disagreed. The scores could’ve been similar or different depending on which teacher was observed and whom they were engaged with.
