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DEVELOPMENTAL PROFILE

Social/Emotional Development

Ella has been observed largely participating in parallel play, yet not denying associative play when prompted to. Ella arrives to the classroom in the mid-afternoon, and slowly warms up to play and interactions with other children. In terms of peer interactions, Ella usually looks at and approaches Melanie before other children (SSD 1, SSD 12). However, in terms of teacher interactions, Ella seems to be quick to warm up and relies on teacher assistance to feel comfortable at drop off (SSD 10). Furthermore, to enter play with other children Ella usually needs a teacher with her, or else she will be content with solitary play. When Ella first arrives the activities she engages in are teacher-directed, and as time goes on she begins to engage herself in things without any teacher assistance. Ella has not been observed in any peer conflict, therefore no conflict resolution has been observed. In fact, Ella seems to be mostly open to sharing with her peers (SSD 8, SSD 4). Overall, Ella’s social and emotional development has been positive. She seems to be recognizing her own accomplishments (SSD 2) and showing preferences for things (SSD 3). 
Physical Development

*Large Motor

Ella participates in gross motor activities often. Incidences include standing inside cubbies, crawling through the tunnel, climbing the wall in the classroom, and dancing to “Let It Go” (MPD 1, MPD 2). When Ella first arrives (1:00 pm), her energy level is usually low as she is still warming up to the classroom. As time passes, usually 25-35 minutes, she begins to engage in gross motor activities more. Ella has not been observed outside very often, therefore no observations have been taken on her gross motor skills while outside.
*Small Motor

Ella engages in fine motor activities constantly. She is able to pick up toys, use paintbrushes, and pick up her food and cup during snack times (MPD 3). While reading books, Ella is able to turn the pages, although sometimes she turns more than one page at once (MPD 4). Overall, Ella’s fine motor skills have been largely developing.
*Sensory

Ella has been observed in a few sensory activities. These include painting shaving cream on a table and putting flowers on sticky paper. Ella does not seem to show any greater interest in these activities in comparison to others.
*Health Hygiene

Ella is discovering the idea of safety. Although not self-directed, she listens when teachers remind her of safety procedures in the classroom (HLTH 1).
Language Development
While Ella is still developing her own language, she has been observed having a great understanding of the language used by peers and teachers (LLD 1, LLD 2). Ella does not usually form words on her own, but can repeat most words that teacher’s say to her (LLD 4). As Ella’s time in the classroom has progressed, so has her recognition and responsiveness. She has the ability to see certain people and symbols and identify them correctly (LLD 6). Because her language is still largely developing, her sentences are usually one or two words. In terms of past experiences, Ella has been observed recalling books that have been read to her, and sounds that have been made (LLD 5). 
Cognitive Development

The ASCDL gives children to opportunity to enhance their cognitive abilities in many ways. Over the course of the semester, Ella has increased her cognitive skills immensely. She is able to identify cause and effect (COG 1) and event sequences (COG 8). Ella is still developing the ability to distinguish between numbers, but has been observed picking up objects one at a time (COG 9). Ella has gained a great understanding of teacher’s words and actions and is constantly imitating them (COG 3, COG 11). While her symbolic play is being discovered (COG 5), curiosity has not been observed. Ella shows a preference for literacy and is able to identify objects within different books (COG 10). Usually, she attends to a specific activity only for a while, then moves on to something new. In terms of problem solving, Ella has been observed using hand motions to get her needs met (COG 2). Overall, Ella’s cognitive development seems to be growing.
Individual Notes

Ella does not attend the ASCDL often, only twice a week from 1:00-4:00 pm. However, when she is there she seems to be comfortable in the environment and able to positively interact with peers and teachers. Although routines may be different for her than they are elsewhere, she responds well. Transitions are smooth and her time spent in the classroom seems to be enjoyable. Ella has a growing personality and is usually open to try new activities, even if just for a short while. 
Goals

*Staff

· Encourage associative play between Ella and the other children to enhance her social development, since she is only in the classroom for a short period of time.

· Create stimulating activities that will encourage more time spent on one thing.
· Offer many opportunities to enhance language development.
*Parent

· Discuss routines and encourage them to be self-directed; such as washing hands, taking naps, and meal times.
· Utilize sign language, as it is used in the classroom, in the hopes of enhancing independence and communication.
· Through broadcasting, create the opportunity to grow in language development.
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
