Advertising Tactics
As a part of our awareness plan, we tend to provide two types of commercials to increase the awareness of the EMSA TotalCare plan.  From our research, we have decided that our advertising will be most effective through television and rotary outdoor bulletins.

For television, we will run informational commercials throughout the year during the evening news between 5-7P.M.  The commercial is intended to provide viewers with information about the benefits, pricing, and various ways that they can access and benefit from the TotalCare Plan.

The second commercial will be an informative scenario that gives the viewer something they can relate to in order to draw them in.     
The informational commercial is about a minute while the scenario is 30 seconds.
As for the bulletins their main purpose is to increase the awareness of the connection between EMSA and TotalCare with the slogan “EMSA=TotalCare.”  The bulletins will rotate monthly around major highways of Tulsa and the surrounding areas.  The website and facebook page will also be provided to get viewers to go to the second screen for more detailed information.  As we draw closer to the sign up times we can provide the time for the sign up dates on the bulletins as a reminder.  
Our media flowchart will provide more in-depth overview of specific dates, rotary locations and pricing.

Commercial 1
Are you tired of paying way too much on ambulance bills or often worry about having an accident.
  Perhaps you live alone and do not have any close friends nearby, or have individuals living in your home that may often need medical treatment.  Many insurance companies do not provide enough coverage to support ambulance ride costs or cover every emergency situation.
However, EMSA TotalCare does.  If you live in around Tulsa or Oklahoma City, this program could be beneficial.   TotalCare is an ambulance service provider by the Emergency Medical Service Authority.  It is a subscription-based program that is designed to cover out of pocket costs for members of the TotalCare Program.  This means that you will no longer have to pay the additional costs your insurance does not cover in the case of an emergency.  In fact you don’t have to have insurance at all.
There are two ways to sign up for this program.  If you pay a monthly water bill, a small monthly fee can be added on for a full year of service.  The fees vary by city, enrollment for the Tulsa program is from May 1 –June 30 and for Oklahoma City enrollment is held August 1 –September 30.  
For those that do not pay their water bill directly, a contract can be signed through EMSA at any time for $45.  Renewal is held May 1 – June 30 for Tulsa and August 1 –September 30 for Oklahoma City.
