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DEVELOPMENTAL PROFILE

Social/Emotional Development

Collin regularly engages in positive interactions with his peers, teachers, and classroom helpers. Collin typically joins in play with a consistent group of children including Tatum, Lucas, Randal, Junior, and Jose. There is a lot of physical and dramatic play within the group, and Collin is able to enter and take breaks when he deems it necessary (HSS 4). He uses both inside and outside to continue solitary play, as well as play with his peers (PD-HLTH 9) (PD-HLTH 2) (SED 5). Collin seems to have built positive relationships with the teachers in the classroom as well (SED 3), and is able to seek out assistance from an adult when needed and problem solve and empathize with peers (HSS 1) (HSS 4) (ALT-REG 1) (SED 1). He is able to participate actively in meal time, serving himself and showing awareness of the foods he consumes and their purpose (PD-HLTH 10) (PD-HLTH 7). He shows awareness of the rules and routines and seems to transition to each in a smooth and positive manner while also helping out peers in these transitions (HSS 5). 
Physical Development

*Large Motor:
Collin regularly participates in high intensity games with his peers. At any given moment you can find him playing chase, tag, or hide and seek with friends in the yard. He is able to maneuver his body to keep up with peers, and uses his coordination in play as he explores the environment around him (PD-HLTH 1, 2, 3). During group time he seems to take advantage of the space outdoors as he plays with his peers as much as possible. 
*Small Motor:
He is able to grasp markers and coloring utensils and use them to draw pictures using models in his surroundings (LLD 10). He is able to serve himself at mealtime and hold utensils with his fingers to feed himself (PD-HLTH 4). He has shown to be very self-sufficient at meal time. 
*Sensory

Collin seems to enjoy running around and involving himself in any activity that he or his group of friends gains interest in. He often will play barefoot outside and does not seem to be bothered when involved in messy activities involving dirt, sand, paint, or things of that nature. He shows affection with the adults around him by hugging them or sitting on their lap if even just to hang out for a few moments. He does not seem deterred by physical contact with adults or peers but is still able to set boundaries when doing so.  
*Health Hygiene

Collin is able to follow transitions by using the restroom on his own and during ‘potty checks’, as well as initiate washing hands prior to meal times with very few teacher reminders. 
Language Development:
Collin is able to use his voice to display his ideas and/or feelings at any given moment. While he may allow peers to dominate in play, he is quick to let them know when he has had enough or is ready to give himself some space (ALT-REG 2) (HSS 4) (PD-HLTH 5). He is able to relate to others and use language to check in on friends and make sure that they are okay, and clarify any misunderstandings that may come up within their play (SED 1) (ALT-REG 6) (SED 2) (LLD 1). He uses language in a variety of ways throughout his interactions with both the adults and children in the classroom at any given moment throughout the day. 
Cognitive Development

Collin is able to participate in activities throughout the day with few major conflicts. In the even they do come up he is able to work through those with his peers with little help from adults in the environment. (ALT-REG 4). He seems to show a detailed awareness of the world around him and explore concepts that may be beyond other peers of his age (ALT-REG 3) (COG 3). He is able to empathize with others, and seek out adult guidance when necessary. He uses imagination in play and is able to keep friends engaged in play for long periods of time (SED 5) (SED 4). He has shown awareness of diversity within himself, his peers, and the environment and keep open dialogue with it (LLD 4) (LLD 3) (HSS 1). Overall, he keeps engaged throughout the entirety of play and games, and is welcoming to anyone wanting to join or participate. 
Individual Notes

Collin seems to have built and maintained positive relationships with the teachers and children in his classroom. While he allows others to dominate his play at times, it does not always seem to bother him and he is able to use his communication skills to work out issues that may come up among himself and his peers. He uses the environment to its fullest and is always on the go, exploring, playing and running around with friends. He is a very active child. He handles transitions smoothly and is eager to participate throughout the day. He seems confident in himself and the surrounding environment as well as the interactions he makes throughout each day.
