The Natural Resources Defense Council and other environmental groups expressed concern regarding exercises conducted by the Navy that would allegedly harm marine life, resulting in a district court’s ruling that the Navy was required to create an Environmental Impact Statement in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act.  The ruling of the Supreme Court removed the injunction against these exercises of the Navy and concluded that the Navy did not have to create an EIS because their exercises were “essential to national security”.
