My Philosophy
 I believe that children develop and learn best through the use of differentiated instructional strategies that caters to individual learning style and interest.
I believe that there should be multiple paths created in the classroom for children with different readiness level, interest and learning needs, to achieve equal learning experiences.
As an educator, I believe that I can initiate success in the children by making use of their strength and interest to learn in the classroom and allowing them to work comfortably on their tasks at their own pace and rate.

I believe that my roles in the educational process are to find out about the children’s interest areas through the use of surveys for instances, plan the curriculum base on the children’s feedbacks and prepare respective engaging hands on materials that caters to each child’s strength and learning style e.g. if a child is good at expressing himself/herself through art, he/she will be provided with art materials to work on.
I believe that children with the same readiness level should be group together to do cooperative learning e.g. sharing of their individual work, and solve any problem faced together, as this will allow each child to work on his/her own pace and rate as he/she work comfortably with peers of the same readiness level. 
I believe that grouping strategies do allow children to understand the direction of their learning as they provide feedback during their learning process and also, allowing choices that helps to increase children’s sense of autonomy and freedom.

Additionally, I believe that there should be opportunities for children to be randomly grouped and work together so as to learn from one another as they acquire a higher level of thinking. 
I believe that a child with disabilities would be included well in the classroom as the educator caters to his/her particular learning style, needs and interest e.g. providing visual learning aids for child with autism.

I believe that it is important to constantly facilitate and scaffold children’s learning and make necessary adjustments to stretch their learning abilities when needed. 
I believe that continuous observation would helps in the assessment of the learning progress of a child, which would also enable me to plan activities that best cater to his/her readiness level and needs. 
I believe that I can impact the community by sharing with the parents or by going to various childcare settings to share with the other childhood professionals about my personal philosophy and how it will eventually lead to the success of the children in the classroom.
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
