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Dramatization of the Life Cycle of a Butterfly
Overview and purpose

Educating participants about the life cycle of a butterfly by using choral reading as a vehicle for learning
General Goals

1. To understand that there are four stages in the life cycle of a butterfly
2. To understand the sequence and the stages in the life cycle of the butterfly

3. To use choral reading as a vehicle to reinforce participant’s learning

Specific Objectives

1) Participants will be able to understand the life cycle of the butterfly through choral reading
2) Participants will be able to understand the movement styles of the butterfly at each different stage during their performance
3) Participants will be able to involved in the discussions about the life cycle of a butterfly based on their understanding
Verification

· Observe and keep track of the progress of each individual group

· From the performance

· Get participants responses based on the performances;

· What did you see?

· How is this presentation of the life cycle of a butterfly different from the previous group?

· What are their similarities and differences?
· From the worksheet completed at the end of the lesson

Resources Needed

· 2 Poems

· Group cards

· Worksheet
· Edited Story of ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’
Step-By-Step Procedures for the Activity

1. Introduction of our topic
2. Reading of the edited version of ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’ with dramatization by the facilitators

3. Distribution of the group cards

4. Getting into groups (Participants will pick a picture from the feely bag to determine their grouping)

5. Distribution of poem and allocating time for each group to work on  the choral reading

6. Group discussions

7. Group performances and Q & A session

8. Evaluation

9. Distribution of take home activity
Timeline

15 - 20 minutes

Plans for Independent Practice

· Each participant will have to play a part in the performance

· They are given opportunities to give opinions during discussion 

· Participants are to raise questions during the Q & A sessions and the evaluation

· The take home activity promotes independent learning and helps to reinforce the life cycle of the butterfly

Assessment Based on the Specific Objectives Stated

· Asking questions

· What did you learn from the performances?

· Can you name us the sequence of the life cycle of the butterfly?

Adaptations

For participants:
· Who are Slow Learners

· Allow for success

· Provide a quiet place to work, where the child can be easily observed and motivated

· Keep work sessions short

· Read the story to the child again

· Be patient but consistent.

· Who are Visually Impaired

· A transcribe of the poem can be made in Braille to facilitate their reading
· Constant encouragement and motivation. (e.g. giving praises)

· Incorporate the buddy system to guide and scaffold the participant
· Who are Dyslexic

· Read to the participant

· Allocate buddies to this participant- Buddy System

· Hold group discussions which are conversational

· Individual explanation of activity procedure

· Who have Speech Impairment

· Using pictures (e.g. PECS) to communicate – for example a smiling face with the words “It was fun!” below it

· Involve them kinaesthetically through frequent movement around the class

· Encourage their participation

· Assign roles to them to ensure their involvement

· Who have behavioural condition, disorder or problem

· Provide necessary support such as modification of the activity or provide facilitation 

· Use positive classroom management strategies e.g. reward systems to encourage and involve them

· Provide one to one teaching or assistance during the activity
· Employ varied teaching styles to accommodate the needs of different individual 
Extensions

· Art and Craft lessons

· Field trip followed by Language Experience Approach (LEA)

· Building a vivarium with the participants and observe the process of the life cycle of a butterfly

· Music and Movement activities

· Improvisation

Possible connections to Other Subjects

· Conclude the activity by summing up and ask questions to verify what they have learnt
