School Analysis:

Belchertown High School serves roughly 780 students from grades 9-12.  Tenth grade MCAS scores place the student body at 85% proficiency in English Language Arts and 77% proficiency in Math.  The student to teacher ratio is slightly higher than that of the state, with 18 students to each full time educator.  While the school is relatively young at seven years, its technology is beginning to show its age.
