From my education background mentioned earlier, I learnt that the use of a child’s portfolio is important and helpful in documenting the child’s growth and development. Furthermore, I understand that child port-folio is also a great tool to build and establish strong parent-teacher communication. I believe that every child can be successful. It is important of the educator to realize and unleash the children’s potentials. 

I believe that the roles of an educator make a difference in the children’s future and perspective towards life-long learning. As an educator, I am flexible and patient towards children’s needs, and encouraging and supportive towards their growth and learning process. I hope to bring their understanding of this abstract world to the next level of comprehension. As an educator, I do not just plan for the opportunities to allow children to learn skills, values and knowledge but also, foster their ability to think deeply and creatively when they encountered problems. I also believe that a successful educator is one that constantly learn and improve on self. As an educator, it is important to constantly reflect on my teachings and seek ways to improve and widen my teaching pedagogy, so as to keep up with the education trends. It is important for an educator to attend courses and workshops regularly to improve and upgrade on the current skills and abilities so as to become a profound, efficient and successful educator.
