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Statement of Goals
On the path of becoming an educator, I always wanted to carry out fun, and interesting lessons for the children, at the same time, establish clear expectations of me to the children and the children to me. I did not want to be only a teacher to my students, I wanted to be a guide and support to these children in their learning. As highlighted by Feeney, Christensen, and Moravcik (2006), building meaningful relationships with children is the foundational basis for children to learn.
To me, learning is allowing children to explore, discover and learn new knowledge in a safe and conducive environment, and that include the teachers. Every child is like a young plant under our nurture and care; they need to have their physical, intellectual, social and emotional needs met. According to Feeney et al. (2006), development of the physical, intellectual, social and emotional domains are very much interlinked, and since children are vulnerable to their surroundings, we act as an important support for them to grow well in these aspects. I believed that in order to achieve that, every child needs to be respected. 

Finally, I too believe that every single child learns best at different pace and method, so in order to create the learning opportunities for each individual child, I as the teacher should go and understand the family, culture and characteristic of each child. As a teacher, I understand that due to the nature of activities in a usual child care centre, it is not easy to document the individual progress of each child in a proper manner. Knowing that, I intend to make my daily schedule more flexible and to adopt a small group teaching method that allows me to have more time to do all these observations and documentation. Stated by Feeney et al. (2006), small group activities is a good platform for children to learn from each other and for teacher to have more meaningful personal interaction with each child. 
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
