ADVOCACY FACTS
ALLEN HALL TRANSFORMATION

· Governor’s Recommended Budget for 2009-11 for UO projects sets aside $9.554 million in Article XI-G
Bonds and $9.554 million in Lottery Bonds.

· Although a current $3 billion shortfall is predicted in the current budget, it could be mitigated by $46 million from the $2.2 billion of federal stimulus money.
· UO needs $15 million to renovate and expand Allen Hall, home of the School of Journalism and Communication. UO has already raised $5 million private-match funds and $2.5 million in private funds.

UO is requesting $7.5 million to complete the project.

· Allen Hall was built in 1954 and is an old school. As a junior attending the School of Journalism and Communication, I personally believe that modernizing the school will benefit future students by keeping up with technological advancements in communication and by keeping up with increased enrollment.

· UO’s proposed allocations will increase the state’s financial investment in construction work.

· UO’s proposed allocation will meet UO donor commitments to report to them that their philanthropy, with the help of the state, improved state conditions for Oregonians.

· Please support UO’s share of the capital budget so the university can improve conditions to help more students in the future by rebuilding the School of Journalism and Communication.

ADVOCACY GUIDE

· Know your audience, the issue and the testimony process.
· Give copies of your testimony to legislators and committees before your presentation.
· Prepare an outline and do not read your written testimony word for word.
· Be prepared to summarize your testimony in one minute although you may have more information.
· Relax and address your legislator or the chairperson of the committee first.
· State your name, address, county and the organization you represent.
· Be specific; state weather you support or oppose the subject being discussed and briefly explain why. 
               Be personal; describe how the issue affects your life.
· Respectfully and kindly ask them to state their position on the issue as you are entitled to know.

· Request kindly that the legislator or committee take your position into consideration.
· Thank the committee or legislator for the opportunity to testify today and offer to answer any questions.
· Relax and begin an answer to a question with: “Sen/Rep _____,   or Chair ______, the answer to your question is __________.”
