What: Fifteen unskilled workers will increase their earning potential when they graduate from the Community Empowerment Training Academy’s CDL-training program

Where: Town Hall Education Arts and Recreation Campus, known as “The ARC,” at 1901 Mississippi Avenue, S.E. [near the Southern Avenue Metro Station.] 
Background: The Community Empowerment Training Academy is directed by former HUD official I. Toni Thomas.  The program is designed to help hard-to-employ workers undergo a goals-oriented training module that identifies needs, sharpens skills, and pinpoints barriers that have impeded their success.  The Academy has seen a steady increase in its success rate, with an overall completion rate of 70 percent in its Commercial Drivers License (CDL) training program. 
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
