MANCHESTER, NH- The New Hampshire Aviation Historical Society is pleased to announce their gratitude for the $1 million donation generously given by Eugene Slusser of Hopkinton, NH, to go towards the development of the Slusser Aviation Learning Center that will be attached to the Aviation Museum of New Hampshire. The announcement was made at their 9th Annual fundraising gala and silent auction, Friday, September 18.

Eugene Slusser, being able to operate a plane at the age of 15, has always had a passion for aviation. Even now, Eugene owns and operates his own aircraft. Eugene Slusser studied physics at the University of Denver and worked at MIT where he met his wife, Anne. In 1958 the Slussers moved to Hopkinton, NH to start their own company, Aerotronic Associates. Nearly thirty years later the company was sold, and after many trips to Nantucket and Florida through out their retirement, the Slussers settled in Hopkinton. In recent years the Slussers have so kindly donated more than $4 million to New Hampshire businesses, including Concord Hospital’s Payson Center for Cancer Care, Concord Regional Visiting Nurse Association, the Slusser Senior Center in Hopkinton, and several others.

Eugene Slusser, wanting to give back to the community he loves so much, hopes to inspire the young and old of New Hampshire by giving the gift of discovery. The given donation is to provide a place to share his passion for aviation, for children to explore their state’s history, to learn about aviation, and bring families together to uncover the chronicles of NH aviation. The Slusser Aviation Learning Center will take the shape of an aircraft hangar and offer a location to present memorabilia, artifacts, history, and display new exhibits. New Hampshire natives can discuss their personal stories of flight including prisoners of war and WWII raids.

Founded in 1995, the New Hampshire Aviation Historical Society (NHAHS) is a non-profit organization whose mission is to preserve the history and promote the advancement and dissemination of aviation knowledge in New Hampshire. Proceeds received at the annual fundraiser are to support the NHAHS achieve their mission and save New Hampshire’s historic aviation-related buildings, aircraft, photos, and memorabilia, a valuable part of the granite state’s aviation history.
