they had him cornered.

With nowhere else to go, Quinonez allegedly drove at the cop.
cruisers at  high speed and caused an accident, police said
Police said the suspect then continued down Plainfield Strest and
Clyde Street where he lost control of his Ford and smashed it.

Police managed to get to the scene and the suspect exited the car
and started to run, police said. Officers chased him on fo0t and A st seee er v

caught him a distance away, however Quinonez allegedly fought  ¢nases e el v ites
all four officers in a brief-but-violent struggle, according to " oy sy mormog

An officer injured their arm as a result of the chase and was
treated at Baystate Medical Center and has been relieved from
duty. Quinonez was hurt from the car accident and was also
treated at the hospital.

Quinonez will be charged with four counts of assault by means of
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
