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Children’s Festival Chorus Continues to Provide Nationally Renowned Vocal Education to Children From All Around the Pittsburgh Area

CFC is a non-profit organization that provides choral education to children in the Pittsburgh area.  The children range from ages 8 – 15, and as their skills improve, they are promoted to the next advanced level of the program.  As an ensemble in residence at Duquesne University, CFC is a “living laboratory” for Music Education majors.  Children in the program receive opportunities to perform nationally and internationally in conferences and festivals.   CFC currently has three CD’s for sale and has been featured on various radio stations and has been heard internationally on “Voice of America”.
Overview:

Children’s Festival Chorus of Pittsburgh (CFC) is now in its 27th year of providing children with outstanding choral education.  The mission of CFC is “to provide superior choral education and performance opportunities to children, a professional-level children's chorus to audiences, and training to current and future music educators.”  CFC is a 501(c) 3 non-profit organization, governed by a Board of Directors.  The Board members are representatives of the greater Pittsburgh community and bring a diverse set of skills, backgrounds, viewpoints, and expertise to organizational policy making.  Under the Artistic Direction of Christine Jordanoff, professor and Director of Choral Organizations at Duquesne University's School of Music, the organization’s goals are carried out with experience and expertise.
Over the years, CFC has earned an exceptional reputation within the national music and education circles.  CFC often performs with other local prestigious musical groups such as the Pittsburgh Symphony Pops, the Pittsburgh Opera, the Mendelssohn Choir and the Bach Choir of Pittsburgh, as well as other independent artists like the Harlem Spiritual Ensemble, the New York Voices, Elisabeth von Trapp, and the Drakensberg Boys Choir of South Africa. The choirs represent many cultures, races, and socio-economic backgrounds, and delights audiences with its versatile range of singing styles.  The choristers have mastered challenging repertoire sung from memory in over 25 languages.  With the possibility of subsequent passage into the Junior Mendelssohn and Mendelssohn Choir, the children are a vital link in the choral education concept called TRIAD.
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
