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STILLWATER COMMUNITY WALKS FOR A CURE

STILLWATER – The Oklahoma Chapter of the National Multiple Sclerosis Society and the PRSSA-OSU Chapter are taking steps to raise awareness and end the devastating effects of Multiple Sclerosis. The 2009 Stillwater MS Walk is part of the society’s national effort to raise millions of dollars for MS research.

“I’ve been diagnosed with MS since 1999, but I had symptoms for many years before that,” Connie Walker, MS Walk committee member, said. “I became involved with the MS Walk several years ago, and I believe it is a great source of hope for those of us living with MS.”

The National Multiple Sclerosis Society estimates 200 people are diagnosed with MS every week. MS is a chronic disease that affects the central nervous system. Symptoms vary from mild numbness in the limbs or blurred vision to severe paralysis or complete loss of vision. While there is no cure for MS, several medications can modify or slow the progression of the disease. 


"I was surprised that there are so many people affected by multiple sclerosis in Stillwater,” Allison Broyles, PRSSA-OSU Chapter volunteer coordinator, said. “It's been wonderful seeing that such a great number of people in Stillwater are helping to find a cure.”
