Literacy Workstations- Word Work

Synonyms- Second Grade

Standard 2-3.5:  Recognize synonyms, antonyms, and homonyms in context.  
Objective:  The student will identify pairs of synonyms and write new synonyms for each of them.
Materials:

· PowerPoint

· Interwrite Pad
· Overhead Projector, screen

· Synonym Cards

Workstation Materials:

· Synonym Dominos (two games)
· Sample Dominos

· Worksheets
· Directions for each group

Review:  “Boys and girls last week during word work and fluency you watched a video about Synonyms and Antonyms.  Who can tell me what a Synonym is?  What about an antonym?”
Overview:  “Today we are going to talk more about synonyms and come up with synonyms of our own.  It is important to know many synonyms because it will make your writing more descriptive and interesting.”
Presentation:  “I am going to show you a quick PowerPoint on synonyms and then we will work on creating our own.”
· The teacher will show the students a PowerPoint that explains synonyms and provides pictures and examples of each.

· The PowerPoint will explain that it is helpful to know a variety of synonyms so that we can use them in our writing.

Exercise:  “Who can help me think of synonyms for the word good?”
· The teacher will use the Interwrite workspace on the computer and the Interwrite pad to make a list of synonyms for the word good with the class.

· “I am going to give each of you a card that has a synonym question on it.  You will have two about two minutes to read the card and choose the correct synonym.  We will all share our cards and our answers with the class after.”  The teacher will pass out one card to each pair of students.  Give them about two minutes to decide on an answer and then allow each group to share their cards and answer choices with the class. “Does everyone agree with the answer they chose?  Why can’t it be one of the other answers?”
Summary:  “What is a synonym?    Why is it good to know examples of synonyms?  Who can give me a pair of synonyms?”
Assessment: 

*Will be done at Word Work Workstation

“In the Word Work station today you will all be playing synonym dominos.  After you play the game you will be required to complete a short assignment afterwards.  That assignment will be different for each group and it can be found in your folders.”

· The teacher will model how to play synonym dominos using sample dominos on the board.  She will ask a student to play with her and model for the class how it is done.

All of the groups will play Synonym Dominos with their designated partners.  When they are done they will complete an assignment:

Red:  The students in this group will be required to choose two pairs of synonyms from the game and come up with two more synonyms for each pair.
Green:  The students in this group will be required to choose two pairs of synonyms from the game and come up with three more synonyms for each.
Blue:  The students will be required to choose three pairs of synonyms from the game and come up with three new synonyms for each.
Yellow:  The students in this group will be required to choose three pairs of synonyms from the game and come up four new synonyms for each pair.

Early Finishers:  Those finished early may read a book from the fluency rack with their partner.

Adaptations:  This lesson is created so that students of the same ability are grouped together to complete workstations.
