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Orlando SeaWorld Announces Fatality of Orca Trainer
ORLANDO, FL – The SeaWorld Orlando location has confirmed the death of Dawn Brancheau, 40-year-old, senior, orca trainer while practicing a routine with the 12,000 pound killer whale Tilikum.   
“We are aggressively conducting research on protocols to ensure this will never happen again,” said Dan Brown, Orlando SeaWorld President. “Dawn was a tremendous asset to our family at SeaWorld, and as a company who focuses on family entertainment; we will not rest until we can guarantee safety among all SeaWorld standards.”

Brancheau was announced deceased after many blunt force traumas and fluid in her lungs, declaring the death to be a drowning. Many SeaWorld officials, as well as the Orange County Rescue team, rushed to the scene but were unsuccessful in detaching Tilikum from Brancheau. The Brancheau family is currently receiving social aid and all shows have been cancelled until further notice. 
A news conference will commence tomorrow at 10 a.m. at the SeaWorld Orlando location in front of Shamu’s tank – 7007 SeaWorld Drive, Orlando, FL. – to address the cause of death and further procedures and protocols.
