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The Capstone Research Project was a project whereby cumulative knowledge gains within each person’s specific master’s subject were highlighted and compiled in a formal manner.  Utilizing various research techniques allowed for a more encompassing look into how to utilize specific skills learned within the master’s program of study.  Two assignments helped clarify the research in a more tangible way; the data analysis and the symposium PowerPoint.

Compiling the data analysis allowed more specificity in answering the research questions with the data.  Viewing the data and incorporating visuals allowed a greater understanding of the actual impact of the research.  This data aided in the creation of the symposium PowerPoint.

The symposium PowerPoint was a quick view of the totality of the research project.  Being able to map out the steps, findings, and conclusions allowed for a cohesive package to be delivered up for the symposium.  Hopes are that the audience is able to visualize, via the PowerPoint, exactly what the research entailed, and what was gained by conducting said research.

While the gathering of the data was fairly simplistic, crafting it into something worthy of graduate research was made easier by the tasks assigned in Capstone.  The only area where the assignments could be improved upon would be that the final paper be created before the PowerPoint is created, and presented.  Having the knowledge that the paper is in its best form would allow for more thorough explanations during the symposium.  Overall, the quality of Capstone was good in that it allowed a true taste of what collegiate-level research entails.
