A. 
Introduction


The St. Anne Media Center enriches and supports our school curriculum with a collection of materials that strives to meet the needs of our students and faculty.  Students are encouraged to use the media center for computer work, research, quiet reading, and to borrow books for leisure reading and classroom assignments.  

Our current collection includes approximately 10,200 books, audiotapes, periodicals, CD-ROMS, and videos/DVDs.  We have a computerized system that provides an online catalog which can also be accessed in our classrooms.  The average copyright of our collection is 1990.  Collection is augmented with new/donated materials each year, as well as weeded at least twice yearly for poor condition/inaccuracy.  
Approximately 375 students and approximately 50 faculty members have access to our Media Center.  Parents and grandparents are also allowed access to our materials with approval from the Media Specialist.  
St. Anne School also subscribes to Accelerated Reader Renaissance Place.  This give us access to all existing Accelerated Reader quizzes.  
B.  General Priorities, Limitations, and Policies

Most of our materials are fairly current.  Older publications are kept for historical and research purposes, but only if they are in good condition.  

We collect books, periodicals, videotapes and DVDs.  We do collect paperbacks, but not textbooks.  
We have some Spanish materials.  
Funds for materials are budgeted and supplemented with Bookfair proceeds.  Donations of books in good condition are accepted.  
Books and materials are selected mainly by the Media Specialist, with input from faculty, students, and parents.  
We weed our collection on an ongoing basis and at least twice per year to donate/discard books that are in poor condition or inaccurate.   

We attempt to repair damaged books and replace lost books if they are relevant.  

St. Anne Pacelli is a Catholic school.  We try to check all materials for appropriate content.  We accept books as gifts at any time.  

C.  Subject Areas Collected

We collect all relevant subject areas. 

Our present collection of materials is heaviest in our Easy book collection.  This includes both fiction, non-fiction, and some biographies.  The second most materials are in our Fiction section.  Third, is Dewey numbers 900-999 (History, Geography, and Auxiliary Disciplines).  Fourth most common are our paperback fiction materials, and the fifth most common materials are our Biography materials.  In the future, I would like to add to our 500’s collection, and also to update our biographical materials.   

D. Policy Implementation, Evaluation, and Revision

Our collection policy can be reviewed by our school principal yearly, as well as by various teachers.
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
