The South Willamette Wineries Association is sponsoring its annual Barrel Tour on June 12th, 19th, and 26th. Guests will tour four different wineries each Saturday, where they will enjoy a variety of wine samples and appetizers.


A one-day pass is $60 per guest and includes three different wine selections and appetizers at each winery. Guests will learn about the process of winemaking, ways to pair food and wine together, and receive specials on wine purchases.


The Barrel Tour was set up in 2002 by the Wineries of Lane County, as a way to get community members acquainted with the atmosphere, wine selections and landscapes of the Willamette Valley wineries.


Wineries of Lane County grew to become the South Willamette Wineries Association in 2009, which is now comprised of 16 wineries within the Eugene area.

Twelve member wineries of the South Willamette Wineries Association will be participating in the 2010 Barrel Tour. Among these include King Estate, Chateau Lorane, Pfeifer and Shadow Mountain wineries.

The Barrel Tour will take guests throughout the Willamette Valley upon deluxe charter buses provided by Sunshine Limo Service. Tour guides will be aboard each bus to provide additional information about the wineries.
