· participate in a discussion about summaries

· listen to a read-aloud

· participate in group activity of writing a summary

· participate in assessment process

	5.  Learning Context

	A.  The Learners
(i) What prior experiences, knowledge and skills do the learners bring with them to this learning experience?
· Students have a good understanding of the English language

· Students have completed lessons about summaries previous to this lesson

· Students are familiar with the definition of a summary and what it means

· Students are familiar with the purposes of summaries

· Students have basic Smartboard technology etiquette

	6. Teaching/Learning Strategies



	INTRODUCTION:  
How will I engage the learners? (e.g., motivational strategy, hook, activation of learners’ prior knowledge, activities, procedures, compelling  problem)
9:15- 9:20

· “Remember last week when I brought in those cups that had summaries on the back and you had to guess what stories they were?” 

· “Well you were so good at it, that I thought I would try it again, but make it a little tougher this time.”

· “If you think you know the story, then raise your hand, and you can come up and pop the balloon to see if you are right, but you also have to say what was good about the summary.”
· There will be 2 balloons on the screen of the Smartboard 

· Read summary #1- The Warlords Puzzle 

· Have student guess, and say what makes that a good summary

· Read summary #2- And then it happened: Summer Camp
· Have student guess, and say what makes that a good summary

· “For the next part of the lesson I would like you all to come up to the carpet facing the board.  
· When you come to the front, think about who you are going to sit beside and make a good, responsible decision about where you are sitting.”

· You have 5 seconds—5, 4, 3, 2, 1!

· **Get Cody to put away the projector for me

· **Wheel the smartboard back to the side of the room quickly

MIDDLE:  
Teaching:  How does the lesson develop? 

How we teach new concepts, processes (e.g., gradual release of responsibility - modeled, shared, and guided instruction).

9:20- 9:30

· “We have been working on summaries for the last couple of weeks, so most of this will be review today.

· “I’ve looked at some of your previous summaries that you have written, and they were mostly really well written, and I can tell you are improving, but you could still use a little more practice.

· On this chart paper we are going to review some important things about summaries

· “Can someone tell me what a summary is?”

·           -- a brief retelling of main points/events 

· “When would we use these in real life?” 

·           – to tell about school, a movie, a vacation, how our day was etc..

· “We want to give just a brief description of what we did in a day, not every single detail, because that would be so boring, right?” 

· “When we are writing summaries, what is important to include?”

·          An introductory sentence that hooks the reader- give an example- use the words hilarious, or adventurous, heartwarming…..- these words would draw in the reader

·          tell the main events

·          not too much detail, just enough to support main events- give example of 3 little Pigs with straw and stick houses

·          in chronological order

·          concluding sentence

· all of these things make a level 3 summary

· Any questions?

9:30
· “I am going to read you a story now, and when I am reading think about the main events that happen because you are going to be writing a summary about this story in groups after.
·  *****Read story

9: 38- 9:50

· LEARNING GOAL= to identify main events and write a level 3 summary that includes important components

· Now you are going to work in groups to write a summary of this story.  Choose 1 person in the group to be the writer, 1 or 2 people to be the presenters, and everyone in the group are thinkers, and contributors.  

· I will be looking for the group that has the most efficient teamwork.”

· Here are the groups: read them out from chart paper

· Give a group member the paper and a marker

· Any one have questions or not understand what they are do to?

· Dismiss groups when all are read out

· Remember to choose a writer, and presenters, and I will be looking for the group that shows the best teamwork, with everyone contributing.

· **You have 10 minutes to complete your summary**
Consolidation and/or Recapitulation Process: 
How will I bring all the important ideas from the learning experiences together for/with the students? How will I check for understanding? 

9:50- 10:00
· have all the groups put up their summary on the board

· group A will go first, then B, then C, then D, then E

· “tell us why you think your summary is a level 3.”

· “Do you agree that it is a level 3- thumbs up of thumbs down”

· This shows an understanding of the components of a summary 
Application:  

What will learners do to demonstrate their learning? (Moving from guided, scaffolded practice, and gradual release of responsibility.) 
· write a summary of the story Pirates Don’t Change Diapers as a group

· help assess the other groups summaries as a class
