The Angel Foundation  for Learning is a charitable organization that serves student's needs of the Toronto Catholic District School Board. Through donors generosity and compassion, we support vulnerable students by nurturing their body, mind and soul through nutritional, educational and spiritual programs. 
The Angel Foundation for Learning aims to give needy students an equal opportunity to thrive - to empower them, impact their lives and create life-changing transformation. This is achieved in four specific ways. We disburse funds to support Student Nutrition Programs which are currently serving 103 out of 201 elementary and secondary schools in the Toronto Catholic District School Board, providing one meal a day to students in need. The School Allocation Fund ensures that no student is left behind when peers go on an excursion or leadership experience.  Through the Social Work Emergency Fund students' basic needs are met by providing life-saving and life-altering essentials such as food vouchers, eyeglasses, clothing, hearing aids and epi-pens.  Finally, bursaries are in places which are designed to defray the cost of post-secondary education, so that students are able to pursue their vocational dreams, by providing a safe and positive experience at summer camp. 

Similarly to each of these programs, our initiatives to assist students‘athletic and physical endeavours are based on the premise of nurturing TCDSB students and allowing them to reach their full potential. These goals are met by supporting numerous programs including Camp Olympia, a sports-based summer camp for TCDSB students, basketball clinics, Special Olympics days as well as swimming programs. Individual funding is also available for students who have disabilities, or who otherwise would not be able to afford recreational programs, such as soccer, karate and basketball.

All of the programs run through the Foundation aim to benefit the 90, 000 students in both elementary and secondary schools in Toronto neighbourhoods. Each year, the Angel Foundation for Learning assists 40, 000 students, and since its inception in 1984 has touched the lives of over 300, 000 students.

It is the hope of the Foundation that with a grant of $7, 000.00 from the MLSE Team Up Foundation, we will be able to continue to support our students‘athletic goals. Each year the Foundation distributes funds up to $7, 000.00, which enable students to participate in organized sports and sports camps. The support of the MLSE Team Up Foundation would greatly assist us in continually providing these experiences for our students, which are year-round endeavours.

In recognition of your generosity, and with your full approval, the Foundation would gladly include the MLSE Team Up Foundation in many of our communication outlets, including our website and quarterly newsletters, which reach 9,000 members of staff in over 200 schools. Each of our donors is also recognized at our numerous fundraising events, reaching an additional 1, 000- 1,500 people.
