Claflin Tabs Tucker as New Hoops Coach
Orangeburg, SC (April 6, 2010) - A new era of women’s college basketball has officially begun at Claflin University. The Pantherettes have named former Francis Marion assistant Tiffany Tucker as their new head coach. Tucker will be replacing former head coach Miriam Walker-Samules after her resignation in December of last year. 
“The thing that stood out to me was her commitment, knowledge of Claflin University and what seemed to be an understanding of our value system here at the university,” Claflin president Dr. Henry N. Tisdale said. “The bottom line, what registered the most with me was her commitment to the whole student, not just on the court, but also in the classroom and making our students the best that they can be and also making our women’s basketball program the best that it could be.”

The Petersburg, VA native, Tucker is an alumnus of UNC-Chapel Hill. Tucker was a member of the Lady Tar Heels that earned a spot in the NCAA Tournament from 2001 to 2005 while winning back-to-back Atlantic Coastal Conference titles in 2004 and 2005. Tucker went on to serve as an assistant coach at Carrboro (NC) High, Allegheny College and Radford University. 

“I’m about fighting,” Tucker said. “I’m about fighting to win. I’m about fighting to be the best in the classroom. I’m about all the other things besides the basketball. Basketball is only a piece. It’s only a vehicle to take us where we want to be.”

Last season, the Pantherettes posted a disappointing 5-19 overall record in their second year as an official member or the Southern Intercollegiate Conference. Despite having a down year, Tucker believes it will only be a matter of time before her team gets back on the right track.

“The fire was never put out,” Tucker said. “The fire’s there. These players are hungry. They wouldn’t be here right now if they weren’t. I’m committed to them, which is the reason I’m here. We’re willing. We’ve said we’ve made the commitment to being in the gym, to getting it done in the classroom. It’s going to happen. Just trust and believe it’s going to happen.”
