Guiding Question:  Investigate the importance of rules, relationships, and responsibilities in your life – what makes you a good citizen?

	Subtask #1:  Defining Rules, Roles & Responsibilities

As a class, view a film on rules, roles and responsibilities.  Brainstorm examples of each and place ideas into a class chart.  Add any new words to class word wall.

	Subtask #2:  All About Manners

As a class, read a book about manners (How Do Dinosaurs Eat Their Food? By: Jane Yolen & Mark Teague).   Brainstorm a list of special days/functions/events where using manners and following the rules are especially important.  In a circle, everyone will take turns selecting an idea off of the brainstorm list and stating a rule they follow when at such an event (e.g., “When I am at Church, I sit quietly and listen to the sermon”.)

	Assessment – Teacher will complete a checklist following observation of the activity, looking for participation and contributions that are relevant to concepts being discussed.

	Subtask #3:  Family Matters

As a class, read a book (17 Things I’m Not Allowed To Do Anymore by Jennifer Offill) about family roles/responsibilities/rules.   Send home an interview template for students to use.  They will interview family members to learn more about the rules/roles/responsibilities that exist within their own families.  In class, have students draw a picture of their family members in their roles, performing household responsibilities/following household rules.

	Assessment – Check interview template for completion.  Examine artwork and use checklist with a focus on following instructions and incorporation of at least one role and one rule or responsibility.  Look for correlation between interview responses and roles/rules/ responsibilities depicted in the artwork.  

	Subtask #4: Community Cares

As a class, read a book about community (people, places – On The Town by Judith Caseley).  Have students match up images of community workers, places, and “items of the trade” (ex., hammer for a carpenter) in a cut and paste activity.

	Subtask #5: Group it Together

Review word wall/class chart and lessons thus far.  Divide class into small groups and give each group a photograph of a community setting/place/event.  Groups will discuss their photograph.  Then, each child in the group will draw & label a picture of a rule/ responsibility/role associated with that place/setting/event.

	Assessment – Gather data to assess understanding.  Check that students’ photograph, artwork, and label all match up with one appropriate role/rule/ responsibility.

	Subtask #6:  Guest Speaker(s)

Invite community members to visit the classroom and discuss their role(s) and the rules/responsibilities associated with them (policemen, firefighters, custodial staff, animal care attendant, florist, baker, librarian, etc.)  Follow-up the presentations with a Q & A session with questions students have prepared in advance.

	Assessment – Make anecdotal notes based on observation of the students’ behaviour, questions asked, responses given, and information provided by the guest speaker(s).

	Subtask #7:  My Day

As a class, generate a list of daily roles/ responsibilities/rules that occur at school.  Place on a timeline where appropriate.  Have students independently copy timeline into their notes.  Students will add “at home” roles/rules/responsibilities to their timeline, giving them a visual representation of the rules/roles/responsibilities they engage in on a daily basis in different settings.

	Evaluation – Develop and use rubric to evaluate knowledge and understanding of the concepts (terminology/ vocabulary/ideas) discussed in class.  Evaluate students’ ability to follow instructions (copying down timeline) and their ability to make connections between concepts learned with their real lives (adding household roles/rules/responsibilities to their timeline)

	Subtask #8:  Charades

Students will draw from a hat and select a role/rule/responsibility /action that has been discussed in class.  Students will act out whatever they draw.  Fellow classmates will guess what role/rule/responsibility/action their peer is dramatizing.  Teacher will build on each students’ response with guiding questions to deepen their knowledge and understanding of the importance of rules/roles and responsibilities

	Assessment – Take anecdotal notes based on observation of dramatizations and student comments to assess students’ comprehension of various roles/rules/responsibilities.  Use prompts to elicit responses that require applied/critical/creative thinking to gauge students’ grasp of the unit content thus far.

	Subtask #9:  Comparison Chart

Students will compare how their home rules/rules/responsibilities differ from those they have at school using a comparison chart

	Assessment – Check for completion and examine responses.  Make anecdotal notes of students’ success in completing the worksheet.  

	Subtask #10:  Create-a-Rule

Students will draw a picture of a new rule (be creative!) and write a caption to go with it

	Assessment – Check for ability to follow instructions and check for students’ ability to convey their rules (check the language, terms, phrasing used – if it was scribed that is okay)




Culminating Task:  The World Around Me (A Bronfenbrenner-Inspired Diagram)

Students will draw a picture of themselves in the centre of a blank piece of paper.  They will surround the picture of themselves with pictures of roles, rules, and responsibilities that they have become aware of over the course of the unit.  They will label each picture with the appropriate word and description (ex., role: police woman or responsibility: read a book each week). Students will be encouraged to use their resources (word wall, class chart, reflection on guest speakers, books read in class, and films viewed) to develop their ideas for this assignment.  Teacher will invite each student to discuss their work in a brief “interview” where the teacher will ask questions to clarify the students’ understanding of concepts learned in this unit.  This task uses visual, written, and oral elements to allow for differentiation.  
Evaluation of Culminating Task:  Marking Rubric and Interview Questions (responses will be recorded by jot notes and then reviewed when completing rubric)

Rubric will take into consideration the overall expectations for this unit, ensuring that students have depicted roles, responsibilities, and rules from their lives and communities. The rubric will allow for evaluation of their ability to draw on available resources and tools.  The interview portion of this assignment will allow for students to explain how and why roles, responsibilities, and rules change over time and by location or event.  The assignment is differentiated to allow the teacher to evaluate students’ expression of understanding in a number of ways (ex., visually representing, orally communicating, written descriptions).
