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Analysis:


 The hook for the lesson on pollution was an educational video supplied by green gorilla which was very informative but didn't include reflective questions prior to the video. The lesson plan included specific facts which the students were fascinated by but the information could have expanded on the topic of the three R's ; reduce, reuse, and recycle as well as their importance.  The content was well organized but slightly repetitive between 'teaching' and 'application'. The time for how long each section took was slightly longer then expected but there was extra time allocated at the end for discussion so the students still had time to review what they had learned. The explanation of what the student's were to learn was done well but could have been more thorough. This section mentioned the obvious learning that the student's would learn but didn't mention the more complex learning such as collaborative, reflective learning etc. The lesson plan clearly explained the role of modelling that the teacher provided but did not clearly identify all the questions which the teacher should have asked. The conclusion also did not include the reflection questions therefore in future lesson plans a variety of questions should be included for teacher referencing. The lesson plan differentiates learning throughout because it includes a visual; the movie, and hands on through the class demonstration but it did not include a written component.The lesson plan used the conclusion as a means to verify understanding of the material. There was discussion time allocated for students to talk to their 'elbow partners' as well as time for class discussion.The lesson plan was a leeway to the following day's lesson which went in more depth with the topic of 'conserving the environment' where a more formative assessment would  then be used. 

Reflection 

The implementation of the lesson went very well as a whole. The students really enjoyed the hands on group work and visual learning that they  actively engaged in and retained the facts given throughout the lecture. One issue with the implementation of the hook was getting the students to begin focusing on the lesson because I had to be at the back of the class starting the video therefore, I gave myself a 3 in  'evaluation'. In the future I will explain the topic before the video so that students will have the right mindset and know what to look for while watching the video. I was able to model the new learning by helping students complete the bag activity as well as guiding the reflective discussion and thinking following. The bag activity was great because it  was highly interactive and lead the students in to many of the issues and concerns for conserving the environment.  For the consolidation I would give myself a 2.5 because although the students were able to recall what was learned I did not prepare the consolidation in enough depth throughout the lesson plan and didn't properly prepare reflective questions.  There was no worksheet or written activity therefore there was no means for evaluation.  I was able to assess the students' learning through anecdotal recordings and reflective dissuasions with the class/elbow partners, therefore, the lesson was still highly effective. The next steps for professional growth in delivering this lesson would be to organize questions throughout the lesson plan as a guide and to ensure that the students have a basic understanding of the topic before providing a video. This will allow students to become more comprehensive to the material and have a higher level of reflection. I found that using 'elbow partners' was a great classroom management technique so I will continue this strategy for future lessons.


Although I didn't use the wheel while implementing my lesson I felt as though my lesson flowed similar to the wheel stages. I began the lesson with the motivational hook which included new learning and was followed by recapitulation questioning. The consolidation stage was not presented in the most effective manner but the demonstration was a perfect balance of decreasing scaffolded learning. The lesson plan didn't include independent practice but group discussion acted as an application for finding solutions to the given environmental problem which also served as a conclusion. I agree that the attributes in the wheel reflect a balance in appropriate learning strategies but it may not be appropriate for all lesson planning due to varying styles of learning.
