Classroom Management Plan

Progressive discipline is the approach that I would take with the goal being to promote and support a safe learning and teaching environment that encourages all students to reach their fullest potential.

A progressive discipline system is a way to effectively manage a classroom by following a behaviour problem with the appropriate actions. This approach provides procedural regulations and outcomes so students, parents and teachers are clear about expectations, rewards and consequences. Students are presented with this information at the beginning of the year to help provide them with the ground rules to the classroom.

There are four major ‘phases’ to a progressive discipline plan. Each builds on the previous and allows students to have a reasonable expectation of consequence for their actions. Parents are also able to see what will happen or could happen if behaviors are not changed as a result of disciplinary action. The four phases to my effective behavior management include:

1.    Addressing inappropriate behavior immediately.
2.    Providing opportunities to learn from choices

3.    Parental awareness and involvement

4.    Administrative involvement
