A local woman filed a $100,000 suit today against Whole Foods Market for an incident of alleged negligence which happened on April 1 of this year.


Ellis Maston, of 313 Journey Road,  said green beans left on the floor of the market caused her to slip and break her hip.  According to the suit, Maston suffered "permanent bodily and mental injuries, incurred medical expenses and lost income."

Former Supervisor Sues Budweiser


A lawsuit was brought against American Eagle Distributing Co., a Budweiser distributorship in Milliken, Colo., this week, by a former supervisor who believes he was fired for purchasing a competing brand while off duty. 


The suit, filed by Ross Hopkins, 41, in Weld County District Court, states that Hopkins was fired shortly after the son-in-law of the owner of American Eagle witnessed him drinking a Coors beer in May of 2008.  The suit states that American Eagle has no right to tell Hopkins what kind of beer he may drink outside of work.


A response was filed in court by American Eagle which said, in part, that Hopkins was fired "for conduct that relates to a bona fide occupational requirement that is reasonably and rationally related to the employment activities and responsibilities of a particular employee."  This response failed to directly deny the claims of Hopkins' lawsuit.


Jeff Bedingfield, an attorney for American Eagle, declined to discuss the specifics of the lawsuit but said "there are two sides to every story."
