Module 3 Lesson Plan
Lesson Plan Title: Tapping into immigrant feelings and their journey to America
Goal: Students will learn how to see through other points of view, in this lesson--immigrant children from various countries, as well as furthering the development of writing skills through virtual communication.
Objective:
#1 Students will critically analyze the information and materials they have been presented in the classroom and library to demonstrate their identification of the events and feelings immigrants faced when coming to America, entering into America, and assimilating into America.
#2 Students will display written analysis and use a blog as a communication tool.
#3 Students will reflect on each another’s work through providing comments in the blog.
Discipline and Topic:
This lesson will be an extension of a fourth grade social studies unit which examines the history of New York State in the era of immigration through Ellis Island.
Target Population:
This lesson will be presented to 5 classes of an average of 24 4th graders as part of their social studies content area.

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How to create a blog (video): http
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Lesson:
1st Week in Library:
1. Review what students have previously learned in the classroom about immigration.
2. Students will be introduced to the project and what will be required and expected of them.  At this time, students will be provided with a choice of 5 nationalities and they will choose 1 from which they will use for the point of view.  This choice will guide much of their research and the development of their blog posts.
3. A brief overview of the print materials available to then will be given to the students.
4. Students will then learn how to search the various databases and online components they will use to complete their electronic resources through a demonstration and how-to tip sheet.
5. Students will be given a mini-lesson on citations and bibliography information and its importance. 
6. After these demonstrations and the mini-lesson, students will begin their research process.
7. From this point, students will be completing their research in the library until they have found all necessary information.
8. Students will draft their three blog posts with the required information using a word processor.  Whatever students do not finish while in the library, they will complete either for homework or in the classroom depending on the wishes of the classroom teacher.
2nd Week in Library:
1. Students will be presented with a tutorial of how to use Blogger such as how to sign in, post their entries, and how to post comments.
2. Students will be provided with their usernames and passwords for accounts which have previously been created for the students.
3. From this point on, students will be working on Blogger for the remained of their project.
4. Students will create posts for the classroom blog.
5. Provide a lesson on constructive criticism and what are considered to be appropriate comments made to blog posts.
6. After posting their entries, students will then spend time commenting on at least 5 other posts while maintaining the comments made to their posts.  Teachers will also comment on students’ posts, providing them constructive feedback which students can use to improve their entries.
7. Students will be then take the feedback provided to them from their peers and teacher and can make edits to their posts before the final deadline.
8. Posts and comments will then be graded for each student using a teacher generated rubric.

Evaluation of Lesson:
The success of the lesson will be based on:
1. The students’ ability to use various forms of technology such as word processors and Blogger.
2. Students being able to successfully communicate what they have learned through about immigration in their blog posts.
3. Students providing appropriate constructive comments as well as appropriate feedback in through their comments.
4. Students earning at least 80 out of 100 on their rubric scores.
Rational for using the medium:
This project helps students to learn how to communicate virtually through the written word, a skill which is only growing in importance in today’s world and economy.  Through blogs, students are able to communicate thoughts and feelings just as other immigrant children did in physical journals, but with a modern twist.
