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Family Friendly Fun in Store at 

 Eugene Celebration, Aug. 27-29
Along with big-name bands, the downtown Eugene festival offers an array of all-ages acts and activities, many of them free of charge to kids 
EUGENE, Ore. — Kids will find plenty to celebrate at this year’s Eugene Celebration, which offers more family friendly entertainment than ever before. Dubbed “Raise the Roof,” the downtown festival will feature everything from magic to mini-golf to musical instrument making. And as always, kids ages 12 and under will get in for free, and parents are not required to present admission wristbands for entry to the KidZone.

The nexus of family friendly fun is the KidZone (Saturday and Sunday, 11 a.m. – 6 p.m.), which will be jam-packed with exciting and fun attractions for festival goers of all ages. Along with trampolines and tightropes, the KidZone offers arts, crafts, dance, music, gymnastics and science. The Zany Zoo will feature some amazing animals and the Science Factory will serve up its signature blend of hands-on educational fun. Other big draws include a 12-year-old musical sensation and a snow cone station that lets kids make their own treats using pedal power. The Northwest Community Credit Union bicycle powered blender will be featured from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday.
The Eugene Celebration Parade (Saturday, 10 a.m.) gives Eugene residents a chance to celebrate their diversity and put it all out on display. A 1.2-mile moving stage that captures the imagination of all ages, the parade features everything from traditional marching bands and floats to daredevil roller skaters and colorfully costumed samba dancers. This un-gated event is free for all spectators.

Non-human Eugene residents will get their due at the Habitat for Humanity Pet Stroll Fund Raiser (Sunday, 11:30 a.m.). This parade is free to watch as well. Participants pay $5 for each leashed pet. Proceeds will benefit the Eugene Celebration’s homebuilding campaign with Habitat for Humanity.

The Eugene Celebration Film Fest will show fun films all weekend at the Hult Center Studio. On Friday at 6 p.m. there will be a screening of the 1962 classic, “King Kong vs. Godzilla.” On Saturday at 3 p.m., the festival will feature six all-ages animated and live shorts including “Gideon the Great Flying Ace” and “My Homework Ate My Dog.” On Sunday at 2 p.m., DIVA’s Youth Visions Teen Video Challenge 2010 takes over the screen with teen-produced videos exploring such topics as phobias, discrimination and cafeteria food. Admission to the festival is free for all visitors.

About the Eugene Celebration 

The 28th annual Eugene Celebration, the southern Willamette Valley’s largest and most celebrated civic event, will be held Friday, Aug. 27, through Sunday, Aug. 29. This year’s theme, “Raise the Roof,” reflects the start of a three-year partnership with Habitat for Humanity and invites participants to celebrate the community by giving back and gettin’ down.

The Eugene Celebration, presented by Northwest Community Credit Union, includes indoor and outdoor performance stages located in downtown Eugene. Stages are linked by street performers, food vendors, beverage gardens, a marketplace, a Community Causeway showcasing up to 100 nonprofit groups, an extensive KidZone area, the Celebration Parade, the Pet Parade, a film festival and much more. Downtown merchants and venues also participate in special promotions and indoor performances throughout the weekend. The event attracts an average of 20,000 participants each day.    

The Eugene Celebration was created in 1983 by the City of Eugene to bring the community together for three days of music and fun. In 1998, Downtown Events Management, Inc. (DEMI) was launched to manage the Celebration. DEMI is registered with the State of Oregon as a domestic nonprofit corporation, managed by an all-volunteer board of directors.  The Celebration is produced and funded through grants, business sponsorships, private contributions, admissions fees, in-kind donations and volunteer support. 

For the third consecutive year, the Eugene Celebration will be produced by Kesey Enterprises, Inc., owner and operator of the McDonald Theatre and partners in managing the city of Eugene’s Cuthbert Amphitheater.
