Lesson Plan for Thematic Unit
Introduction:
This lesson will teach with story and song that there are shapes all around us in different objects. With some basic shapes are circle, square, triangle, and rectangle and the primary colors being red, yellow, and blue. Students need to recognize and name basic geometric shapes and understand the spatial relationship of the shapes. The outcome of this lesson should allow the student to identify the similarities and difference in geometric shapes.
Outcomes: 

The students will identify likenesses and differences between circles, squares, triangles, and rectangles. The students will describe the attributes of circles, squares, triangles, and rectangles. The students will identify the presences of circles, triangles, squares, and rectangles in contextual settings.

Resources:

Off-line: The students will use a worksheet of the shapes to add decoration of macaroni pieces, color disc or buttons to form a circle, rectangle, square, or triangle. The students will use crayons to color the shapes. The students will use construction paper to cut out the shapes(circle, rectangle, square, or triangle) to use with our shape song.

Online: The students will use the Compasslearning.com website to complete the Shape Hunt activity and complete the quiz on Shapes. The Compass Learning website will help students identify the likeness and differences between circle, rectangle, square, or triangle. The activity shows the student the shape and then allows them to complete the task.  The activity name is Shape Hunt and when the activity is complete the student will take a quiz to assess their understanding.
Integration of Technology:
A power point presentation will give an overview of the thematic unit activities. It will list the reading of Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see? by Bill Martin, Jr. The integration of YouTube as a resource for songs about shapes and colors. The integration of Compass Learning in using the Odyssey Software program for student to have an interactive experience with learning the geometric shapes. After the Shape Hunt activity, the student will take a quiz to test their knowledge. This quiz is also a part of the Compass Learning Program which will record their scores and allow the teacher to produce a progress report of the activity. The students will produce art that will show the shapes of the geometric figures with  colors. The students will be learning that circle, rectangle, square, or triangle form the shape of items around us. The will also learn to identify the difference in each of the shapes and identify the color of the shape as it is presented in the lesson ( i.e., red triangle).
Materials:  
Crayons, scissors, construction paper with the colors of red, blue, yellow and green.  three jump ropes, class computers, internet server to obtain the websites: YouTube and Compass Learning Software Program and the class smart board. The websites to be used are:

Process:

The students will be instructed on the thematic lesson and the activities to include the Standards. The learning concepts will be review to student questions and understanding, identifying the shapes and the design of the shape. A review of the vocabulary word for this lesson to make sure the student has some knowledge of any new words. The students will listen to a story by Bill Martin, Jr. and Illustrated by Eric Carle called, Brown Bear, Brown Bear, Who do you see? The students will then watch a YouTube presentation by Central Park a song about shapes. The students will then watch a YouTube presentation by Patty  Shukla about color song for children. The students will then make the geometric shapes with construction paper. The teacher will sing a song about shapes with the students holding up the shapes they made during the song. The students will then go to the classroom computers to complete the Shape Hunt Activity on the website on Compass Learning. After the computer activity, the students will complete a quiz to text their understanding of this lesson.
Assessment: 
There will be two assessments. One will be a visual assessment when the song is sung about the shapes, the students will hold up the shape as the name of the shape is sung. There will not be a rubric for this assessment. The main assessment will be given on the Compass Learning website.  The test will be automatically grade by the Odyssey Software Program.

Extension/Modifications:
The extended lesson will be a hands on lesson. The students will be given a jump rope. The will be instructed to make the geometric shapes using the jump rope. The students will be in small groups and ask to hold the jump rope in the air to form the shapes. Asking the students to make each shape, a triangle, a circle, a square, and a rectangle. The teacher will verify the shape before the student more to another shape. The students will be encouraged to explore all different shapes they can make by moving, by adding, or by taking away people from their jump rope.
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
