[image: image1.emf]SafeWalk is a volunteer based program offering on-foot student chaperone groups to students who request an escort.
· All volunteers must register with the Center for Civic Engagement prior to service.

· Volunteers for SafeWalk will operate in groups of 2-4.
· Each group will have a group leader 

· Responsible for reporting each individual walked

· Where, when, name

· Responsible for the use of the radio for the group.

· Responsible for reporting any individual who appears to need medical attention. 

· Volunteers will not walk an individual unless that individual is able to give directions to their destination, walk without assistance of a volunteer, and stay on the sidewalk as they walk.
· All individuals who request help but are unable to do the aforementioned things will be reported to coordinator(s).

· Groups will walk designated routes leaving them only to respond to calls.

· Alcohol and the use of illegal substances is prohibited by volunteers during or immediately prior to service.

· Groups will not enter any residence for any reason but meet and drop of individuals at the door.

· SafeWalk jackets are to be used strictly by volunteers and should never be offered to an individual being walked.

· Groups will cooperate with any officer or police intern. 

· Volunteers recognize that this is a voluntary service and as such can refuse to walk someone if they feel threatened or unsafe.

SUBJECT:  ASWSU SafeWalk Program Volunteer Assumption of Risk, Release of Claims and Liability

I, 








 am a WSU student.  I wish to serve as a volunteer in the ASWSU SafeWalk program.  My duties as a SafeWalk program volunteer will include assisting WSU students in walking between places on and around the WSU campus.  As a SafeWalk volunteer I may be asked to walk with students requesting assistance during periods of darkness during all types of weather conditions over all types of terrain to include uneven and slippery surfaces in the vicinity of moving vehicles and other pedestrians.  Some of the students that request assistance from SafeWalk volunteers may be under the influence of controlled substances or alcoholic beverages. 

In consideration of the opportunity to participate, I voluntarily assume all risks involved in my participation as a SafeWalk volunteer. I certify that I have sufficient training and experience to serve as a SafeWalk volunteer.  I certify that I have read and understand the SafeWalk policies.  I certify that I am qualified to operate and have inspected the equipment that I will use as a SafeWalk volunteer.  I may, in my own judgment, cease my participation as a SafeWalk volunteer at any time.  If at the time I desire to cease my participation I am performing SafeWalk volunteer duties, I will inform the SafeWalk program coordinator and/or WSU Police before ceasing my participation. 

I understand that the above described volunteer service can result in serious personal injury and/or death, as well as property damage. In consideration for the opportunity to participate as a SafeWalk volunteer, I voluntarily agree to assume all risks involved in my participation.  I understand that if I voluntarily participate, I expose myself to risk of personal injury from participating as a SafeWalk volunteer (such as lacerations, bruising, muscle/bone/joint damage, broken limbs, dismemberment, permanent damage to various vital organs, and brain and/or central nervous system damage) and/or death and/or property damage.
I also recognize that there are both foreseeable and unforeseeable risks of injury or death that may occur that ASWSU cannot specifically anticipate and list here.

Release of Liability

I release and hold harmless the state of Washington, the Regents of WSU, WSU, any subdivision or unit of WSU and/or ASWSU, its officers, employees, and agents, from any and all liability, claims, costs, expenses, injuries and/or losses, that I may sustain as a result of, or connected with (to include my travel to and from volunteer duties), my participation as a SafeWalk volunteer. 

I have carefully read this document, understand its contents, and am fully informed about the SafeWalk program and circumstances of the above-described SafeWalk volunteer service, and known dangers as well as those that are not anticipated. I am aware that this document is a contract with ASWSU. I sign it freely and voluntarily.  I am age 18 or above.
