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Dupont edge moor expands plant by 33% for more production

WILMINGTON, DE September 12—With a 10% employee increase, DuPont expects to increase the plant facility by 33% in order to create space for future progress. 

By September 2012 DuPont Edge Moor plans to increase its square footage from its current 126,000 square feet to a total 167,580 square feet, at a cost around $250 million dollars. Mayor James M. Baker supports the decision: “The DuPont Industry is improving at a global level, which forces a demand for improvements at a local level.”

DuPont C.E.O, Ellen J. Kullman makes a statement to local reporters: “With the growth plan of DuPont we will become the top elite global industry and the most commercially advanced.” Kullman sees huge achievements still to be discovered. 

Chris Stamen, longtime DuPont engineer, explains that in his fifteen years at Edge Moor the Industry has not made a damaging choice yet. Stamen suggests: “There will be more physical space for more intellectual achievements.”
