This website is a helpful guide to the basics information about computer networking. What I liked about this website is that there were sections listed with the major topic and the start of the description and detail then, you can click to read the rest of this post to find out the rest of the information. This technique allows for more informational topics to be shown on one page and thereby not taken up the entire page to answer one topic.

The page added more information with words that did sound familiar like  unicast, broadcast, and multicast; which are all transmission of information sent from one sender to another.
The page continued with a list of categories for further information about Ethernet, Network Hardware, Network Topology, Networking Products, Networking Software and Protocols.
