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I believe that education is a career for intelligent, motivated and enthusiastic people.  I feel that I meet these standards; I am approaching my career with a sincere intent to be an outstanding teacher.  In explaining my philosophy of education, I hope to reveal my concern and interest in students and their studies.

My classroom will emphasize student engagement.  I believe that student motivation is increased by student involvement.  I acknowledge that all students do not learn at the same rate or through the same means (some excel at sight, others at sound and/or participation exercises).  I will attempt to adjust to these individual characteristics.

I view teaching as a guiding process.  Therefore, I must lead students to a personal understanding and appreciation of the subject matter.  I emphasize the importance of guided discussion in the classroom.  I will use various methods to encourage students to share their views and insights.  I hope to inspire them to explore learning through demonstrations and projects.

Discipline in a classroom which encourages open discussions is often a problem.  By conducting the class with firm leadership rather than authoritarian discipline, I hope to serve as a role model for student behavior.  The fixed rules and regulations of my classroom will reflect that particular class’ level of responsibility.  Ideally, the student-teacher relationship will be personal and cordial; yet I will insist upon an attitude of mutual respect.

In my role as evaluator, I will employ several tests.  Successful assessment cannot be stagnant assessment.  All students are not adept at the same skills.  Therefore, I will allow for individuality by testing through subjective and objective exams, quizzes, projects and classroom discussions.

My philosophy of education emphasizes student worth and individuality.  I will be enthusiastic and well-prepared in hopes of inspiring students to mastery of the subject and pursuit of lifelong learning.
