Your paper must answer one of the following questions:

1. In Night, Elie Wiesel describes many incidents wherein cruel treatment by the Nazis makes people act in ways that they normally would not.  Discuss, explain and analyze a few of these incidents using direct, cited quotes from Night as well as information from the movie “I’m Still Here.”
2. During the Holocaust, the Nazis worked to dehumanize the Jews and other “undesirable” populations.  Using direct, cited quotes from Night as well as information from the movie “I’m Still Here,” discuss what it means to be “dehumanized” and describe incidents in which this process was or was not successful.
3. Using direct, cited quotes from Night as well as information from the movie “I’m Still Here,” discuss the difference between hope and delusion.  What are the differences between the two and how did they affect people living during the Holocaust?
4. Using direct, cited quotes from Night as well as information from the movie “I’m Still Here,” discuss the ways in which dramatic irony impacted your understanding and interpretation of the stories being told.
