Curriculum Leadership in the Arts Lesson Plan (with Art Ed additions) 

Name:  April Thornton

Unit Title:  My American Flag 

Grade Level:  4th
Length of Lesson:  50 min over 6 weeks (Based on 7 day rotation)

Week 1 (Day 1): 

PowerPoint on Jasper Johns

Discuss identity.  Write words on board that students use to describe themselves, and the world they live in.

Demonstrate Drawing American Flag (Use width of ruler to create lines)

Week 2 (Day 2):

Finish drawing flag

Demonstrate gluing contrasting newspaper to flag.

For Example:  (alternate: small text/large text)

Week 3 (Day 3):

Work Day

Week 4 (Day 4):

Work Day

Week 5 (Day 5):

Apply star stencil

Apply paint wash over newspaper

Week 6 (Day 6):

Wrap up and write paragraph that discusses symbols and ideas used in their work of art.  

Task Description:  Students will use newspaper and paint to create an American flag that represents their personal identity.

Prior Learning: Measuring, painting (color wash), line, variety, repetition, texture, glue.

Instructional Objectives:  

· Students will use newspaper and color washes to create an American flag that represents them.

· Students will be able to discuss their choices (verbal & written) of subject matter, symbols and ideas in their own work of art. 

Vocabulary:  Line, variety, repetition, pattern, color wash, stencil, symbols, descriptive words, expressive words, self-identity, Neo-Dadist

Curriculum Connections: Math (Measure)

Materials:  18x24 paper, newspaper, pencils, rulers, scissors, watercups, brushes, glue, red/white/blue washes, tissue paper (stars) or stencil.

Resources:  Powerpoint/Prezi on Japer Johns, Jasper Johns prints, Response Quiz

Instructional Procedures:

Teacher Strategies: 

· Students will enter the room and be directed to the overhead for procedures.  

· Teacher will show a PowerPoint slideshow and lead class discussion.  Students will interact with presentation by coming up to the board and using pointer or smart board technology.

· Teacher will use several questioning strategies to engage students.

Example:  Response quiz/smart board clickers

· Teacher will move around the room to give feedback, when necessary

· Teacher will pick a table to help pass out supplies

· Teacher will give detailed instruction for proper use of art materials & supplies

· Teacher will adjust and accommodate lesson as needed.

Introductory Statement/Motivation:  

Have students grab smart board clickers when they enter the classroom.  Have a smart board quiz on the board with the following questions?

How many stripes are on the American Flag?  How many stars?

(Clicker quizzes:  Allow the students to answer questions anonymously).  

Students Activities:

· Students will participate in discussion about the life of artist, Jasper Johns. 

· Students will use newspaper to create an American flag that represents them.

· Students will describe artwork to class in a group critique.

· Students will answer question in clicker response quiz.

· Students will write paragraph describing their choices of symbols and ideas in their work of art.

Early Finishers:  If a student wraps up early, they will be allowed to work on missing or late assignments, read a book, free draw or prepare a new work for an upcoming art contest (as posted by teacher).

Clean up:  Students will use appropriate procedures for cleaning and returning classroom materials to the their proper location.   Students will return unused objects that belong to the teacher to the appropriate location.  If necessary, students will wipe down their tables and throw away any trash found around their tables.

Formative and Summative Assessment:  

· Check for understanding throughout the introduction:

Ask questions, answer questions, give examples, relate to life.

· Clicker Quiz/ Smart board Technology

· Check for individual student understanding by moving around and interacting with students.  

· Group Critique

· Student written paragraph
