Ms. Hernandez has shadowed various VA social workers in the following areas; Home Based Primary Care and Medical Foster Home.   She plans to shadow the Inpatient Social Worker as well as phsyicans and nursing, prior to her practiucm concluding in April.

Ms.  Hernandez plans to continue attending further learning opportunities within the VA to enrich her experience and better understand the Veteran population and their unique needs and concerns.  She continues to attend Lunch N Learns, while is an educational meeting within Extended care that covers various topics unique  to the Veteran population.  She has completed all required manatory trainings within the VA and recently attending a Verbal De-escalation and personal safety skills  training.  She has also attend the Costomer Service/Soft Skills trainging at VA and the Sedgiwck County for Veterans Coalition Workshop.  So also has participated  in the Veteran Homeless Standdown , has attended the 1st annual Dementia Conference through the VA and Sucide Prevention Training last semester.   

Ms. Hernandez has shadowed this Field Instructor during the MOVE Support Group (Move is a Weight Management Group at the VA) . She has developed, implemented and facilitated   an Advance Dreictive Educational Group with the Veterans who attend the MOVE Support Group.
