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Dyslexia in Children
Dyslexia is the impairment of your brain capability to turn written images, or words into meaningful language. Dyslexia is also called “Specific Reading Disability. This learning disability is common in many types of people, and can occur in multiple different ways. Most people with dyslexia are children. Children who struggle with Dyslexia have trouble learning to read, write, or even with arithmetic. Dyslexia can go undiscovered, or even unnoticed through somebody entire life.
There are many different types of dyslexia, and ways that dyslexia can effect individuals. Primary Dyslexia is the most common kind of dyslexia. This Dyslexia is due to dysfunction, instead of damage. Primary Dyslexia is past down from on generation to the next. The second most common type of dyslexia is “Secondary Dyslexia”, or developmental dyslexia. Secondary dyslexia most often is caused by hormonal development during the early stages of fetal development. Both Primary dyslexia, and Secondary dyslexia is much more common in males, then females. Trauma Dyslexia is the rarest type or dyslexia and is the version of dyslexia that occurs after a brain trauma or injury that effects the section of the brain in control of reading, and writing. Trauma Dyslexia is very rare today.  
The largest and most recognized challenges someone with dyslexia may face are Reading, and Spelling. A child with Dyslexia may scramble or even skip letters when reading. They may read a word on one page and not recognize it on the next page. It is common for them to read slowly , and inaccurately read single words in isolation. Reading comprehension levels may be extremely low due to spending so much energy trying to read individual words. Dyslexic readers may even be confused between letters that are common, for instance the may read a M as a W, or a B as a D. They may do the same with complete words that are seen as “common”, such as “walking”, and “wanting”. Another common reading problem they may face is the mistake of inserting a small function word, such as, a, an, or the.

Spelling is another huge bump in the road for dyslexic children. In most cases the child's spelling is much more impaired than their reading. Although with much effort they may be able to memorize how to spell words for short amounts of time, they may forget how to spell that same word just hours later. It may seem to be easy for most but dyslexic children often have difficulty spelling simple words such as then, when, they, or because. They may even misspell multiple word while copying them out of a book, or another paper.
Also know as visual-motor integration problems, some people with dyslexia have poor, illegible handwriting, or dysgraphia. Problems in handwriting may include Unusual pencil grip, watching the tip of their pencil extremely closely, or even extremely tight grip on pencil. Children with dyslexia may also write letters in odd ways, starting and ending in uncommon ways. When copying something off of a book, or black board it is a long, slow process. They may have a difficult time learning to write in cursive, they may also have difficulty remembering how to form capital cursive letters.

One characteristic of dyslexic people that may annoy others is messiness. They seem to always have a messy bedroom, or house in general. Every table cluttered with papers, books, and miscellaneous object. They usually ten to stack, or pile thing on top of others instead of putting things away. Although through all of this mess they usually know where everything is. They may also have very unorganized lockers, backpacks, and purses.
Although children with dyslexia face many complications and troubles in education, and in life in general, they also may have many strengths as well. Children, or even adults with dyslexia are often gifted with mathematics. Having an ability to imagine three-dimensional objects clearly often can help them understand new math concepts quicker than non-dyslexic people. Many dyslexic children never realize there math skill due to difficulties in directionality, rote memorization, reading, and sequencing. Memorizing addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division facts are know to be difficult for dyslexic people. Many find there potential in math in higher levels, such as geometry, algebra, and calculus. Although Math may be a strength for dyslexic people, they need to overcome early math related difficulties to even know how good they may be at math in the future.
People with dyslexia also have positive characteristics like persistence, and creativity. Children with dyslexia often overcome their troubles in reading, and writing due to their capability to keep pushing on. The symptoms of dyslexia manifest them selves into every aspect of life. Dyslexia often comes with a hyper creative imaginations. Many dyslexic people become inventors, great leaders. People with dyslexia may also experience many other advantages such as great perception, concentration, and superior reasoning.
Symptoms of dyslexia can be mild to extreme, this being said, it can often be hard to detect a dyslexic child. Symptoms can include delayed speech, mixing up sounds in multi-syllabic words, and confusion over left versus right. Teachers, or parents may be unable to tell if a child is dyslexic. Although may recognize multiple signs, or symptoms that the child may be dyslexic, they need the assessment of a  psychologist or other health professional in order to actually diagnose the disorder accordingly. Reversal of letters or numbers are the biggest clue to the diagnostic of a dyslexic person, such as mixing up numbers in a telephone number. Most large symptoms of dyslexia diminish by the age of ten, but age can differ between any patient.Many subtle signs can be observed in children with dyslexia. Children may become withdrawn and appear to be depressed. They may begin to act out, drawing attention away from their learning difficulty. Problems with self-esteem can arise, and peer and sibling interactions can become strained. These children may lose their interest in school-related activities and appear to be unmotivated or lazy. The emotional symptoms and signs are just as important as the academic and require equal attention.

Before anyone starts to treat the dyslexic patient, the area of disability must be discovered. At that point the parents, or school must develop a plan. Some of these “Plans” incorporate Special Education, or transfer of schools. In these plans, patients must find ways to over come their disabilities. Some require practice, and strategic ways of teaching, and others merely require time.

In summation, Dyslexia is a disability that can occur in multiple ways. Most people that experience dyslexia have trouble in reading, spelling, and even writing. Dyslexia can be difficult to diagnose in some cases, and easy in others. Although dyslexia comes with multiple disadvantages, but also comes with advantages in its own. There are not many ways to treat dyslexia besides practice, and time.
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
