Introduction

Javier was born on January 31, 2005, which makes him five years and three months of age (Birthday List).  Javier has big, round eyes that are dark brown.  Javier’s has short, brown hair.  Javier has a little wave on top, but the side of his hair is straight.  It’s about a quarter of an inch around his ears, and about an inch long on top of his head.  Javier’s hair comes to the top of his hair line on his forehead.  Javier is thin and short.  He comes to about three inches taller than the brown rocking chair in the large room.  Javier’s nose is flat in the middle, and at the base it widens.  His ears come out slightly from his head.  Javier’s arms and legs are thin and proportioned to his body.  Javier also has long, black eye lashes that curl up and come up to the base of his eye brow (Raw Notes).  Javier is the youngest of three children.  He has two older sisters (Staff Responses).  Javier loves his spider man shoes.  Javier likes to eat oranges and he enjoys drawing and making books.  Javier is in a tight twosome with Asher (CDL Display).
Psychomotor Development


Psychomotor development is an important part of developing for children because, children learn to use muscle skills in fine and gross motor areas.  Gross motor maturity is the use of muscles in the body for locomotion (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier demonstrates gross motor by running with ease, and skips with a fluid gait (Vertical Checklist).  Javier also shows gross motor movement by crawling under the play equipment outside, alternating hands with feet (Horizontal Checklist).  Fine motor maturity is the use of small muscles in hands and fingers (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier demonstrates fine motor maturity by picking up a cup to drink using his three fingers, pointer, middle, and index finger and thumb, in left hand to take a drink.  Javier grabs a marker cap and takes his left hand and puts the cap in palm and wraps his four fingers around it to pull it off (Horizontal Checklist).  Javier displays the use of the pincer grasp when he grabs a marker and starts drawing with it (Vertical Checklist).  Discrete movement is the ability to one set of muscles while the rest of the body is still or silent (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier shows discrete movement by kicking his feet under the table.  Only his feet and legs were moving under the table, the rest of his body was still (Horizontal Checklist).  The use of force is the ability to use the correct amount of force to complete a task (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier displays the use of force by grabbing a piece of yarn, in the middle, from another child’s hand (Horizontal Checklist).  The use of hand dominance is the use of predominate hand to complete a task (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier demonstrates the use of hand dominance by cutting with his right hand, and draws with his right.  Javier also holds a piece of string with his left hand while his right hand cuts a piece of string (Horizontal Checklist).  The development of laterality is a sense of balance between the two sides of the body (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  An example that Javier displayed in laterality was when he ran around the play yard twice with his legs and arms in opposition (Horizontal Checklist).  The development of midline is the ability to cross the vertical center of the body with the predominate hand (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier displayed the development of midline when he reached over with his right side of the body, across to the left side of his body to pick up scissors, with out turning his body (Horizontal Checklist).  
Javier displayed mastery play when he was running around outside with the other boys at the CDL, or working on an art project by himself (Horizontal Checklist).  Mastery play is the use of motor skills to complete a task (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  The observed patterns of fine/gross motor activities are the estimate percentage of gross motor versus fine motor play (Psychomotor Development Class Notes).  Javier’s pattern of fine/gross motor activities is 60% fine motor and 40% gross motor (Horizontal Checklist).  
Social and Emotional Development


Social and emotional development is beneficial to the overall development to a child.  Social development is important because children can express their needs to other children and adults.  It is important because they can learn how to play and problem solve with other children. Emotional development is important because it helps children understand their emotions and understand the emotions of other children and adults, as well as how to cope with their emotions.  Javier displayed associative play.  Associative play is when there is play interaction with no specific goal in play.  Children are not working towards goal and no on is directing play (Class Notes).  Javier demonstrated associative play by grabbing a stroller outside, and starts running with it.  Javier catches up with Emily, who also has a stroller and says, “I’ll race with you.” Javier and Emily race outside for two laps and Javier stops and walks inside (Anecdote of Play).  Javier is in he second phase of social interaction.  This phase includes, flitter, loner, a tight twosome, and “king” and “queen” followers.  According to previous observations, Javier would be in the loner category because he tends to play alone, usually coloring, and when he is around other children there is little interaction (Interpretation of Play).  The quality of Javier’s interactions with other children is more negative than positive or neutral.  Javier has a total of six negative interactions, compared to three positive and three neutral interactions with other children (Sociogram Table).  The quality of Javier’s interactions with adults is more neutral interactions than negative or positive interactions.  Javier has eighteen neutral interactions compared to, three negative interactions and sixteen positive interactions with adults (Sociogram Table).  Response to guidance is how a child responds to a teacher’s guidance.  Javier has not been observed while participating in response to guidance.  Social entry techniques are social skills a child uses to enter into ongoing play. For example, Javier enters play by becoming apart of play, without others noticing.  Social exit techniques are the social skills a child uses to exit ongoing play.  Javier leaves a social interaction by getting up and leaving (Anecdote of Play).  Autonomy is being able to complete a task individually. Javier displays autonomy by, cleaning up his own snack, and putting away his own materials without the help of an adult (Autonomy Rating Scale).  
Language and Cognitive Development


Language is how children get their needs met.  It is beneficial to children’s learning because it allows the child to express themselves verbally.  Javier uses social speech as his primary speech.  Social speech is directed speech, takes listener into account; it is meant to be heard.  The benefit of social speech is to share information or gain information with others.  An example that Javier displayed of social speech was, “Azul. That’s blue.” Javier was saying this to a teacher when they were exchanging words in Spanish (Interpretation of Language).  Private speech is when a child participates in self-talk, spoken out loud.  The benefit of private speech would be to practice language or for entertainment purposes.  An example of private speech was when Javier said, “Oh there is me.” Javier was looking through the window to see a teacher, and he saw his reflection in the window (Interpretation of Language).  The MLU, which is the length of utterance, is the average length of a sentence.  Javier’s MLU was 4.1 (Language Table).  Complexity of vocabulary is the number of different words spoken.  Javier’s complexity of vocabulary was 30 different words (Language Table). Nouns, verbs, adjectives, and personal pronouns are how construction or grammar of a sentence is put together.  Javier’s grammatical sentences were; one noun, three verbs, nine adjectives, and four personal pronouns (Language Table).  Articulation is how the child pronounces or enunciates words.  When Javier speaks he pronounces words well so you understand him with no problem.  Javier said, “Oh there is me.” When he was looking through the window and saw his reflection in it.  That would be a misuse or grammar rules which is defined as overregularization (Interpretation of Language).    
Cognitive development is how children think and learn with each other.  Children can learn to problem solve with certain tasks and other children.  The preoperational task that Javier displayed was the use of animism.  The use of animism is giving life or human like characteristics to an inanimate object.  Javier demonstrates this by giving life to a shark that is swimming in the water, looking for food (Interpretation of Cognition).  The preoperational stage is from ages two to seven.  Javier is in this stage because he is five (Interpretation of Cognition).  Symbolic thought is the ability to use a mental thought, the use of symbolic thinking in their mind.  Javier displayed this by pretending that one hand was a fish, swimming through the water and a shark puppet on the opposite hand that is looking for food.  Both animals take on different voices and characteristics of each other (Interpretation of Cognition).  
Summary and Recommendations


Javier is five years and three months of age.  Javier is the youngest of three children.  Javier loves to draw! Javier demonstrates that he is developing both gross and fine motor maturity.  In previous observations Javier plays in associative play and solitary play more frequently than any other form of play.  Javier tends to have little or no interaction with other children.  The complexity of Javier’s vocabulary was 30 words.  Javier can demonstrate cognition by the use of animism.  


One recommendation that I would suggest for the next teacher that works with Javier would be to have more group activities.  During this time, Javier would have more opportunities to interact with other children.  This would improve his skills to talk and interact with other children.  One more recommendation for Javier would be have more activities that involve using gross motor tasks.  During previous observation Javier had more fine motor tasks that he was involved in.  It would be beneficial for him to use more gross motor skills and it would give him more opportunities to interact with other children.  An example of an activity that he could participate in would be, playing catch with other children, or riding a tricycle.  Both of these activities would give him an opportunity to interact with other children and use gross motor skills.
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
