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1. High School Writing Teachers are most likely to be English teachers, although teachers of other subjects also have a responsibility to instruct students in writing. High School Writing Teachers teach students how to approach a topic critically and share ideas in written form. High School Writing Teachers may work with native English speakers or ESL students. High School Writing Teachers also help prepare students for standardized testing. They prepare and present lesson plans and evaluate student performance, often in keeping with their particular subject specialty.

2. Secondary English teachers strengthen their students’ reading comprehension, grammar and writing skills. High school English teachers also provide teens with the skills necessary to appreciate and critique literature. To accomplish these goals, teachers must develop and execute classroom lessons, assign relevant coursework, create and administer exams and evaluate student performance. Teachers are also tasked with maintaining classroom discipline.  
3. An English teacher instructs students about the correct usage of the English language. The job of an English teacher requires a deep understanding of sentence structure, grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation, and literature. It encompasses teaching creative composition such as prose, poetry, short stories, narratives and also technical writing skills which include news articles, reports, journals, and essays. An English teacher should develop a student’s oral and written communication skills, including critical thinking, oral and written comprehension, and problem solving skills. English teachers encourage learning the English language in a fun and easy environment, especially to non-native English students.
