Gregory Shanaphy: The Invaluable Programming at LSA Family Health Service

A dedicated philanthropist, Gregory Shanaphy supports a wide range of charitable organizations, including LSA Family Health Service, which has served the East Harlem community for more than five decades. As Greg Shanaphy explains, the organization originally provided skilled nursing care for families that could not afford in-home service. Since its inception, however, the organization has expanded through several new programs. LSA strives to deliver integrated services and frequently refers individuals to different programs within the organization to address all the needs of a specific family.

The original home nursing mission of LSA has developed into the Certified Home Health Agency. Other LSA programs include the Family Support (Preventative Services) Program, the Early Childhood Program, the Food Pantry, the Sharing Place thrift store, and Education and Youth Services. These programs address the essential needs of East Harlem families, from food, clothing, and shelter to healthcare and education. To maximize its effectiveness, LSA offers several in-home services and continuously operates intensive outreach initiatives.
