Jugal Purohit: Purohit Holdings Charity in India

Jugal Purohit is the president and CEO of Purohit Holdings, a hospitality firm that owns hotels and other real estate in Georgia and South Carolina. In addition to building and managing properties, the firm supports charitable efforts in India. 

The members of the firm’s board of directors serve as founding sponsors of Mahavidhyalaya College in Jodhpur, one of two female-only colleges in India that helps women from lower socioeconomic classes earn degrees. The board members also helped to found Arogaya Laboratory Center, a nonprofit health center based in Rajasthan, India. The center provides medical evaluations and blood testing to disadvantaged citizens. 

In addition, the company has led many other charitable efforts, including:

-- Organizing a biweekly food bank for patients with leprosy.
-- Donating blankets and clothes to homeless people each winter.
-- Providing scholarships to disadvantaged students so they can attend high school and law school, and pay for books and supplies.
