Lesson I

Title/Topic: -ER Verbs: The conjugations of verbs in the present tense that end in –ER and the conventions of written Spanish. 
Goals: Students conjugate –ER verbs in the present tense and compose and critique a series of writing pieces.
Objectives:
1. Given a T-chart with subject pronouns, Spanish I students will be able to deduce the conjugations –ER verbs with 100% accuracy.

2. Given a reading passage with 15 grammatical flaws, students will be able to identify 10 of the flaws and verbalize the inaccuracies. 

3. Given a list of 20 –ER verbs, students will be able to produce compound and complex sentences using 10 of the verbs with 80% accuracy in conjugation and structure.

4. Students will be able to critique another student’s sentences. 

5. Students will be able to revise and rewrite their sentences in a coherent 50-word composition, which is both appropriate to the task, and grammatically sound (earning a level 4 according to the rubric). 

Theory: This lesson is designed with the constructivist theory in mind, in that it asks the students to draw upon previously learned material to make sense of a new procedure of conjugation and grammatical constructs.
