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Mitt Romney: Florida’s Candidate


Recent polls have shown that Mitt Romney is the Republican candidate for Florida voters. To date Mitt Romney is the only candidate shown in recent polls that can beat Barack Obama. In an election scenario Mitt Romney shows 48 percent favoritism over 44 percent for Obama (“BN9 Exclusive Poll”).
