Example:
recognizing notes produced by first- and third-valve combinations on brass instruments as being sharp, notes C# and Db on flutes as being sharp, notes in fifth and seventh partials as being flat

Students Prior Knowledge/Prerequisite Learning: Students will have an appropriate knowledge of their instrument and will have appropriate music reading skills.

Materials: Instrument, Pencil, Method Book- Standard of Excellence
Procedures: 

1. Students will enter the room and assemble their instruments.

2. Teacher will ask students who need repairs or supplies from Gadsden music to see him after class.
3. Teacher will ask students to review and play in long tones Concert Bb, C, D, and Eb. 

4. Teacher will ask students to open their books to page 43 and play: 

a. Numbers 1 and 2 on Concert Eb (Eb, F, C, Bb)

b. Numbers 3 and 4 on Concert D (D, E, B, A)

c. Numbers 5and 6 on Concert C (C, D, A, G)

d. Numbers 7 and 8 on Concert Bb (Bb, C, G, F)
e. Numbers 9 – 11 on the mouthpiece, head joint, mouthpiece and barrel or gooseneck, snares play)

5. Teacher will ask the band to turn to page 8

a. Teacher will review numbers 17 and 18.

b. Students will  learn number 19 

i. Students will clap the rhythm

ii. Say the note names. 

iii. Students will “imaginary play” while saying the note names.

iv. Students will play number 19 together, the teacher will give feedback on problem spots. 

v. Students will play in groups while others imaginary play and do their fingerings

1. Flutes and Low Brass with Percussion

vi. Students will play number 19 together, the teacher will give feedback on problem spots.
