	Lesson Plan Title

	Comprehension Skills: Butterflies 

	Discipline and Topic

	This lesson is intended for students to practice their comprehension skills by completing a reading on butterflies at a third grade reading level.

	Target Population

	This lesson will be presented to 20 third grade students in a general education classroom.  Students have been given practice reading comprehensions before this lesson.

	Goals

	Students will read a non-fiction text on butterflies and answer questions to demonstrate their comprehension of the non-fiction text.

	Objectives

	· Given a non-fiction text on butterflies, 3rd grade students will demonstrate their comprehension of the text by answering questions with at least an accuracy of 8 out of 10.
· Given a non-fiction text on butterflies, 3rd grade students will label the parts of a butterfly using their text as a resource with at least an accuracy of 9 out of 10.

	Underlying Educational Theory

	This lesson draws upon the constructivist theory of learning in that students will draw upon previous knowledge as well as information from the text to answer the comprehension questions at the end of the lesson.  The students will also use their prior knowledge and information from the text to label the parts of a butterfly. 

	Materials Description and Timing

	· 20 copies of  Butterflies and Moths from Reading A to Z
· Laptops for quiz

· Digital story to be displayed on projector

· 20 copies of the Life Cycle diagram

· 20 copies of paper quiz (in case of technological problems)

· Pictures from digital story (in case of technological problems)

Timing: 

· Anticipatory Set- 10 minutes

· Reading- 20 minutes

· Worksheet and Quiz- 15 minutes

	Lesson

	Anticipatory Set:
Begin with students seated on the rug in front of the projector.  Present students a digital story on the life cycle of a butterfly.  At the conclusion of the digital story ask students what animal’s life cycle was presented.  Also ask if students can name any of the parts of the life cycle, if needed replay the digital story.  Ask students if they have seen a butterfly in any of these stages of the life cycle.
Body of Lesson:

1. Have students move back to their seats.

2. Pass out the student booklets from Reading A-Z, titled Butterflies and Moths.
3. Look at the title together and ask students to predict what they think the story will be about.
4. Instruct students that even though this reading is on butterflies and moths we will only be focusing on the life cycle of a butterfly for this lesson.  We will focus on the differences between the 2 at another time.

5. Have the students’ partner up with the person sitting next to them and choral read the story together. Allow students about 20 minutes to do this.
6. At the conclusion of the reading bring students back together and discuss the following questions:
· What are the stages of the life cycle of a butterfly? egg->larva->pupa->adult
· What is another name for the changing of a butterfly as it goes through its life cycle? Metamorphosis 
· During the pupa stage what the caterpillar spin to protect themselves? A cocoon
7. To assess students comprehension of the story pass out the blank life cycle of a butterfly and have students move back their desks to complete it independently.  

8. When they are finished they will be completing an exit ticket on the computer.  Students will sign into QuizStar and complete the quiz the correlates with the reading. 

9. If students finish early they can re-read the story while other students are finishing up.


	Assessment of Students

	Objectives
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Students will answer questions about butterflies.

Students answered all questions correctly.

Students answered 8 out of 10 questions correctly.

Students answered between 5 and 8 questions correctly.
Students answered less than 5 questions correctly.
Students will label the parts of a butterfly.

Students correctly label all parts of a butterfly.

Students mislabel 1-2 parts of a butterfly.

Students mislabel 3-4 parts of a butterfly.

Students mislabel 5 or more parts of a butterfly.

Students will be assessed out of 6 total points.

	Evaluation of Students and Lesson 

	In order to determine if my lesson was a success I will assess students based on the rubric that I have included above.  If 85% of my students score at least 5/6 on the rubric then I will consider the lesson a success.  If less that 85% of my students score less than 5/6 points then I will rethink this lesson and reteach the concepts on the concluding day.  One way I might change my lesson is to incorporate an easier comprehension reading.  All of the information that students will be asked to answer can be found in the readings so I would be concerned that the student did not comprehend the passage.  It is my hope that changing the lesson would help to assess all of my students learning styles.

	Low Tech Modification

	If I could not use technology for this lesson there are a few changes that I would have to make.  In order to display my digital story I would print off the pictures that I used to display on the white board.  I would tape the pictures on the board in order of that they are used in the digital story.  At the end of the lesson I also include a quiz that students take online.  If I could not use technology I would print the quizzes so that students could take them on paper.

	Rationale for Selecting Medium

	I chose the comprehension reading from Reading A to Z because it is a website that I use frequently in my classroom.  The books are leveled and contain information that makes the most sense for students at that grade level.  The website also has supplemental materials that can be used to help students better understand the reading.
