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Empty Bowls Creatively Fights Hunger in Hocking County

LOGAN, Ohio - - Empty Bowls will have a local fundraiser at St. Matthew Lutheran Church, October 27, 2007 from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m., to fight hunger and support the 17th annual Make A Difference Day.


Local potters donate handmade bowls that are used to serve soup and a meal for a $10 donation. For each $10 donation, 50 lbs of food is bought for the food banks involved. The bowls are the participant’s to keep as a reminder of all the bowls that go unfilled everyday. The ceramic bowls created by the local artists will be available for presale at the Logan Art Gallery in the weeks before the event.


Hocking. Athens. Perry Community Action and the United Way of Hocking County, Inc are sponsoring the fundraiser. All proceeds from the special event go to the Regional Food Center, which supports several food pantries and individuals in Hocking County, and the United Way supports three local food pantries: Smith Chapel Food Pantry, Laurelville Food Pantry and CHAP(Clearing House Assistance Program).


Today there are Empty Bowls events throughout the country, including many here in Ohio. Empty Bowls can and has helped raise money to feed many of Southern Ohio’s hungry families and individuals. Hunger is everywhere, including here in Hocking County, and Empty Bowls is creatively trying to cause change and awareness.

Last year’s event in Logan raised over $11,000, and this year’s will be larger. The local potters are making 500 bowls this year compared to last year’s 300, which they ran out of during the event.
