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Supplemental Activity

Sixth Grade Forehand Strike  

Purpose: During the last week of the tennis unit, the students will be playing doubles. Students who are not playing at the time, due to lack of room, or not properly dressed for the day will be asked to “scout out” the top 10 players in the class. The reason for having the students do this is so that they can recognize what good form looks like and be able to evaluate it.
When a student can start to see a skill and break it down and evaluate it, I believe it helps the student learn the skill better, not only by knowing what it looks like, but when breaking down the components and grading it the student can then take that information and apply it to his/her self. 

Directions: You are a scout, and you are looking for the 10 hottest players to play at Wimbledon, because for some reason, all of the other athletes have injuries that prevent them from playing and the games must go on.
With the form below, you must go out and find the 10 best players to compete. You are basing their entire performance on the forehand strike.

Grading: 

25 points for evaluating 10 players


15 Points for evaluating 7-9 players

Forehand Strike:  To be in a category, students must have three of four criteria. When evaluating the student, please list what he/she needs to work on according to the criteria.
Wimbledon worthy Criteria: 

· Student is always in the ready position
· Student usually gets to the ball in time and is turns shoulders to be perpendicular to the ball before striking

· Student always transfers weight when striking the ball and makes contact with the ball in front of the body

· Student always follows through with the racket so it ends up by the shoulder and at least at the center of the body

The Runners Up Criteria:
· Student gets into the ready position before striking, but then stands up when not hitting the ball

· Student either does not follow through or the racket goes down after he/she hits the ball
